The boy’s soccer committee would like to bring back for a vote a proposal to reduce the individual cards before penalty to 4 yellow cards instead of the state mandated five, and we would like add that any team that accumulates more then 20 cards during the regular season will be automatically disqualified from sectional play.  Again the committee feels that teams should have an avenue to appeal to Section 2 in the event they exceed the twenty-card limit.  It would be my recommendation that any appeal must go through the Section 2 Chairman who then would bring the appeal to the attention of the person in charge of the Sportsmanship Committee on the Executive Committee.  A decision would then be determined whether to allow that team to participate in sectional play.  This would obviously have to take place before the seeding meeting.  In my opinion examples of offenses that would be appealed, but not limited to, teams with a couple of athletes that have accumulated the majority of cards have been removed from the team.  A one game instance where multiple cards were issued, such as players leaving the bench area, and that team has had no other card issues throughout the year.  What the committee is trying to curtail is the team that consistently receives cards on a regular basis.

We would like to bring this up as a one-year experiment beginning with the 2009-2010 school year.  At the end of the season we will look at the card totals and recommend any adjustments needed.  Again this proposal is an attempt to try to bring card totals within Section 2 back in line with the majority of the other sections within the state.
