A. Voting Items:  (Items 4, 6 & 7 also need league approval.)
1.      Baseball:  Schools would have the option of playing Monday scheduled regional games on Sunday.  This would need mutual agreement of the section, sport coordinator and athletic directors of schools involved.

2.      Boys & Girls Tennis:  Approval of the option in league and sectional competition to increase the number of matches to four in one day using modified scoring.

3.      Modified Football:  Approve the use of two wide receivers on opposite sides of the formation in modified football.

4.      Modified Wrestling:  Approve that with league approval, modified wrestlers who compete in two or three bouts in a contest, the time periods are either:  Three 1 minutes periods or 1st period – 1 minute, 2nd  and 3rd periods – 1 ½ minutes.

5.      Modified Wrestling:  Approve an additional sudden victory overtime period be permitted in modified wrestling.  Wrestlers must start in the standing position, and the period shall not exceed 30 seconds.

6.      Modified Baseball/Softball:  Approve with league approval, when the team at bat has two outs with the catcher on base, a pinch runner may be used to allow the catcher to get his/her gear on prior to the third out.

7.      Scrimmages:  Approve with league approval, that due to current fiscal concerns in NYS, up to 50% of the maximum number of games permitted for each modified level sport may be designated as scrimmages during the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012 school years.  This only applies to modified sports.
