The boy’s soccer committee would like to bring back for a vote the two-part proposal concerning yellow cards.  Part 1 is to reduce the individual cards before penalty to 4 yellow cards instead of the state mandated five, and Part 2 any team that accumulates more then 20 cards during the regular season will be automatically disqualified from sectional play.  

I would contact the Athletic Director of any school when the team has accumulated 10 cards and again at 15.  This would put the school on notice that the team’s post season play is in jeopardy.  

Schools would have an avenue to appeal to Section 2 in the event they exceed the twenty-card limit.  Any appeal would go to our Section 2 appeals committee for review and would take into consideration what measures a school has taken during the season to reduce ejections as well as the circumstances involved in the ejections.  A decision would then be determined whether to allow that team to participate in sectional play.  This would obviously have to take place before the seeding meeting.  Examples of offenses that would have merit for appeal are, but not limited to:  1) teams with a couple of athletes that have accumulated the majority of cards and have been removed from the team; 2) a one game instance where multiple cards were issued, such as players leaving the bench area, and that team has had no other card issues throughout the year.  What the committee is trying to curtail is the team that consistently receives cards on a regular basis.

We would like to bring this up as a one-year experiment beginning with the 2009-2010 school year.  At the end of the season we will look at the card totals and recommend any adjustments needed.  Again this proposal is an attempt to try to bring card totals within Section 2 back in line with the majority of the other sections within the state.  Also, remember the maximum number of contests for next year has been reduced from 18 to 16.  

If sportsmanship is truly as important as we say it is, we need to do something to take the Section in the right direction.  The boys soccer committee believes that this proposal is the first step in accomplishing this goal.
