Class “A” Tournament Guidelines (revised on 11/20/2008)

The boys soccer committee would like to make the following proposal for seeding the Class A teams for the 2009 season.  The committee would like to have the discretion to be able to seed in a North/South format as long as the brackets would be balanced.  This would depend on what teams, if any, decided not to participate in sectional play.  That might not be determined until the day of the seeding meeting.  The advantages of this proposal would be that we could eliminate league teams from playing each other in the first round.  The disadvantages of this proposal would be, as stated above, we would not know how the brackets would be balanced until the day of the seeding meeting.  The major concern of the committee is that we do not have one bracket with 6 teams and one bracket with 3 teams.  If that were to happen last years seeding procedure would be in place – and that is to seed the teams #1 to however many teams are entered into sectional play, with seeds to be based solely on league record.

1. All Class “A” teams will be assigned to one of two divisions in a North/South Format (we used North/South for simplicity sake).  This format will prevent league opponents from meeting in the opening round.

2. Each division will be seeded based on their league winning percentage.

3. This format will be used if there is a balance in the number of teams in each division ( i.e. 7 north schools, 6 south schools).  
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To balance the divisions based on the projected beds numbers for the 2009 season the divisions would be assigned in the following manner.

Again these could change from year to year but we could set these off the projected beds numbers before the start of the season.  Our original plan was to match Foothills/Suburban (North) vs Big Ten/Patroon/Colonial (South).  Once the projected beds forms came out we had already lost Schalmont to Class B.  With the above proposal we would at least start with 6 teams in each bracket.  Again if we went to 6 teams in one and 4 teams in the other bracket the committee would have the discretion to return to the original seeding process of just seeding them in this case 1-12 based on league record.

In the event that the divisions become unbalanced and then unfair in the opinion of the committee than the following format will be used:

1. Teams will be seeded one through however many teams choose to participate in sectionals.  Teams will be seeded based on league winning percentage.  

2. If a percentage tie exists in this format and the coin flip could result in league teams playing each other in the first round, the committee has the authority to omit the coin flip and place each team so they would not face a league opponent in the first round.
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
