Section 2 Golf Sectionals Proposal 

Reason for the Change:

The purpose of sectional qualifying is to identify the nine most accomplished players to represent Section 2 in the State Championships at Cornell University.  During the past few years there have been an unequal number of players competing between the three classes and have provided an unfair advantage to certain individual players.  Under the current system, players qualify for the first round of sectionals by scoring five over par or better five times during the course of the season with at least two qualifying scores being shot at an away course.  From these three sectional tournaments, the top 14 players and ties advance to the second round of sectionals called A-B-CD Playoffs.  Also, any player who shoots 5 over par or better also advances.  Players with the low 16 scores advance to State Qualifiers where the players recording the low 9 scores are selected to represent Section 2.  

This Year’s Numbers:

A- 97 players and 16 complete teams, 14 players advanced shooting 78

B- 58 players and 4 complete teams, 15 players advanced shooting 85

CD- 78 players and 10 complete teams, 14 players advanced shooting 80

The golf committee feels this system does not give all players from all classes an equal opportunity to advance to the next round.  These numbers have been pretty consistent over the past several years.

Proposal for Next Year:

Low 20% of the field plus ties advance.  Calculations round to the nearest whole number.  

This year:  A- 97 players x 20%             19 players + ties = 21 players @ 79


     B- 58 players x 20%             12 players + ties = 12 players @ 84


    CD- 78 players x 20%           16 players + ties = 17 players @ 82

Additional Costs:  7 players @ $20 = $140

Also, raise the automatic number of score in relation to par from 5 over par to 7 over par to advance to the A-B-CD playoff round.

Understand that numbers will fluctuate from year to year but this proposal attempts to move towards a more balanced and equitable system.
