II. Currently conducting and injury surveillance survey in GLAX.  Trying to

            generate data to support the use of helmets.

IV.       Recommend a central website to determine heat index for individual zip codes    

            with appropriate heat related guidelines.  Encouraged districts to develop their   

            own heat policies.
