STATE EDUCATION DEPARTMENT -




Trish Kocialski

· Trish handed out a CI & IT (Curriculum, Instruction & Instructional Technology) Toolkit (attached)

· PE requirement:  5th & 6th graders in a middle school with 7th & 8th graders may follow the secondary requirements

· Coaching Requirements:  Certified PE teachers may coach any sport at any school.  The requirements for non-teachers and certified teachers (other than PE) are the same.

· 5th Year Eligibility:  Added that the CSO must demonstrate how the injury or illness resulted in extra academic work.

· Volunteer Coaches:  Boards of Education may appoint a volunteer coach; however, they must follow the same requirements as paid coaches.  The minute he/she provides instruction to an athlete he/she becomes a coach and must be certified.

· Selective Classification:  You may also selectively classify an athlete down.  

· Guidance Counselors are not considered teachers.

PUPIL BENEFITS -






Tom McGuire

· Pupil Benefits was started in 1932 by the NYSPHSAA.  It operated for nine (9) years and then was directed to split into two (2) separate corporations.

· Tom advised that they track all injuries.  Could provide information on any type of injury, sport, etc.

· Are schools safe?   Yes

· Physical therapy is becoming a costly trend and overused.  We see routine knee strains costing $17,000 in physical therapy.  An athlete can receive 10 treatments without being referred by a physician.

Scheduling of contests; especially at the JV level.

· Colonial:
Officials:  Consistency of officiating.  Concerns should start with the Athletic Director.

· Foothills:
Officials:  Certain sports, levels and leagues get covered over others.  Arbitor is great; but 

not everyone is on it.

· Patroon:

Officials:  Some officials are adding $1 or $2 to their fees.  

· Suburban:
Officials:  Same as the other leagues.  

Sectional Dates:  Would like to receive them as early as possible.

· Wasaren:
Same as the other leagues.

· Western:
Same as the other leagues.  Also some officials are seeking 1 ½ fees if there is only one 

official.  Section 3 (which some of the schools in the Western league go to if Section 2 cannot provide officials) receives 1 ½ fee.  


The present officials contract is in effect.  There is no 1 ½ fee.  This may be part of the new contract;


however, it is not in effect as yet.  Binding Arbitration is October 27th.  When a decision is received, 

all schools will be notified.
