Boys Tennis

Two proposals are before the Athletic Council for discussion today and a vote in February.

The first would  “Modify Team Sectionals from 5 Classifications combining classes C and D.”  This is proposed due to the small number of teams participating (6 C and 2 D).  It also aligns with the Girls Tennis team sectional classifications.

The second reads as follows “Modify Individual Sectionals to the same structure as the Girls Sectionals so that 'Each school is allowed to send up to six players to the section tournament.  Coaches are asked to send only players who they feel can be successful and competitive in this tournament.'”  

Currently only league tournament top 4 singles and doubles plus independents can participate.  League tournament results would override the six player maximum per school.  This opens up the event to more players and gives leagues the option of not holding a league tournament.  It also takes away the advantage independent schools have for automatic entries.

The 2009 NYSPHSAA Boys Tennis Committee Annual Meeting was held via conference call November 16.  No changes to the location or structure of the State tournament were made which will be held June 3-5 at the National Tennis Center.  The Committee voted to support allowing four proset matches (instead of three) per day to help reduce the cost of individual sectional play.
