Agreed to keep schools where they are- look at after the sectionals- all agreed

There was also a handbook change. Eileen requested that in the handbook we add that  for all games  - regular season and sectionals- all  music will be shut off at the 12 minute point of the warm up.  There was some confusion, schools believed that was only for sectionals.


Thank you to the people who helped out at the State Tournament.  The State tournament went well.  Congratulations Sectional Winners Bethlehem, and Mayfield.  Also congratulations to State Semifinalist Burnt Hills and Ravena and State Finalist Loudonville Christian.  Ravena won the sportsmanship award from the officials for the state tournament class B. 
Section two traveled to Section 10 and section3 this past year.  Next year these sections will be coming to section 2.

We have to realign the regional bracket again. This is due to the fact that Section 7 is entering Fall Volleyball in 2010. 
We will also be looking at the new state numbers that are coming out in January.  With Section 7 entering the fall season and another team in section 3 joining class A, we may no longer need separate volleyball numbers. 
There was a discuss of the use of libero at the modified level.  Section 2 is part of the pilot; we are a part of this pilot for 2 years.


There are only 3 sections that are piloting this program.  Not many modified coaches have opted to use the libero this season but they can if they want.  From the discussion not many coordinators discuss these matters with their modified representatives from other sections.  They asked the volleyball committee to make a recommendation that we can use libero.  As I already stated section 2 already has that option. 


Section 7 and section 10 discussed the idea of modified play days.  They use it both in section 7, 10.  How this works is 4 to 6 teams get together for 4 Saturdays.  They play tournament format, 2 games against each team. There are 2 nets and the teams that are off officiate.

This saves official costs, and it gets kids plenty of playing time etc.  They are going to be sending the coordinators the format they use. I am not sure if that would work with schools that do not have two nets. 
The discussion of the 20 games for the upcoming season was once again brought up. Eileen Troy said that the State is discussing this in January.  The committee would like to see the 24 games reinstated or at least 22 games for the upcoming season. Eileen informed the committee that in the year 2011 the games would return to 24 matches. 
The volleyball clinic is still on for April.  There will be a conference call very shortly to confirm and organize that clinic.  The committee came up with a number of speakers for the clinic.
