· We need to come up with a figure for a reserve.  We have gone from $71,915 in 1992 to $35,000 for 2009.
· What can be done to raise money, silent auctions??  That is fine at the local level, but not from Section 2.
· What did we save this fall by eliminating meals?  $18,000.

· Officials’ Contract Update - 




Dr. Michael McCarthy
· Mike gave an overview of the negotiations.  
· A decision from binding arbitration will be rendered by December 11th.  
· Mike advised that there is the possibility that it could be retroactive.  They typically have not been, however, there is the possibility.
· Information regarding the decision will be shared as soon as it is received.
· Wrestling – Additional Start Date
· President Troy reviewed the issue of the start date for wrestling.
· Four schools started practice on November 2nd, which was the start date for all winter sports.
· The wrestling committee announced a start date of November 9th.  Due to the certifications that must be completed within 14 days from the start of the sport season (Nov. 2nd) we had schools that would not be certified within the time period and hence would be ineligible.  
· We had two options:  
· Certified all wrestlers by November 18th
· Request an additional start date for the schools that started on November 9th.
· Chick chose to request an additional start date.
· There were two certification dates; one for the 4 schools that started November 2nd and one for the remaining schools that started November 9th.  
· Liz and Glenn will ask for an additional start date of November 9th for the schools that began practice on that date.  
· Action Item Below
· Indoor Track – 
· Liz and Glenn will request a reduction from the required 6 meets to 5 meets.

· Reduction of Contests – Discussion

· Athletic Directors and League Presidents were contacted by Doug Kenyon and asked to make sure they discussed this issue with their Superintendents and Principals prior to today’s meeting.

· Gary VanDerzee – Would hope that this issue would be brought up at the NYSPHSAA meeting on December 6th & 7th.

· Leagues:  

· Big Ten – bring back the contests

· Colonial – bring back the contests

· CHVL – stay with the reduction

· Foothills – stay with the reduction

· Patroon – split – how do we compare games to losing staff

· Suburban – stay with the reduction.  The reduction has eliminated schools having sports pitted against each other.

· Western – split – for the same reasons.  Coaches want games back, but staff may be cut and or programs.  Also, the officials contract and additional cost cuts from the State and Section 2.

· Sport Coordinators:

· Softball & Baseball – in favor of bringing games back

· Girls Volleyball – in favor of bringing back some or all of the games

· Boys Basketball – in favor of bringing back the games.  The small schools are losing tournaments and the revenue they generate.

· Ron Racey:  Each school should be able to choose where they make cuts.  The state of Florida got sued and had to reverse their reduction.

· Nina VanErk:  We reduced every sport by approximately 10%.  Florida did not.  That is why they reversed their reduction.

· President Troy advised that the referendum vote that was taken in March of 2009 indicated that the Superintendents wanted to support the reduction.

· President Troy reiterated that Doug sent an e-mail to all Athletic Directors asking that they discuss this with their administration so that whatever action we take today will reflect that.

· Glenn Westfall:  Glenn has received input that schools are having difficulty getting non-league games and having to go out of the Section to get games.  

· Joe Murphy:  Should bring back the games.  Let the boards make the decision to cut games.

· Sectional Contests - 

· Section 2 expects all of our schools to charge admission at all sectional contests.  Sometimes due to attendance, etc. and revenue may not cover the expenses, a school will not charge admission and the district picks up the expenses.  This needs to be cleared with the sport coordinator.  If admission is charged, all gate receipts and expenses go to the Section.

· Questions:  Jim Gillis – That is not being followed.

· Doug answered that we expect admission to be charged unless it has gone through the proper channels.

· Boys’ Volleyball Championships – Update

· Section 2 presently has 9 schools that participate in the fall and 20+ schools that participate in the winter.  

· The Executive Committee is reviewing this.  We would like to be able to support both programs.

· Championship Philosophy Committee – 

· Doug is the Co-Chair of this committee.  Dr. Ryan Sherman, Supt. at Schuylerville CS is the Section 2 representative.  Doug encouraged any and all input.  Please contact Ryan or Doug.

· Any tournaments or contests that are co-sponsored by an outside agency, must have an application completed.  A school district must be the co-sponsor.
· Fingerprinting – 
· Three of our schools have been cited for non-compliance with the fingerprinting regulation.
· 2001 regulation:  An official can work up to 5 times for a school district without being fingerprinted.  It is the school districts’ responsibility to monitor this.  
· We will strongly encourage our official organizations to have new officials get fingerprinted.
· In 2001 there was a grandfather clause.  Apparently, in 2006-07 this was eliminated.  We are following up and will advise accordingly.
· Pass Gate Lists – each participating school in a sectional contest can submit a list of up to a total of 7 individuals.
