 Post Meeting Discussion Items:

 I met with Bob Stulmaker and discussed meeting with the Section II Football Officials Association to educate them about concussion awareness.  I have since contacted the association and they are very receptive to the idea.  I, along with Lou Rende, ATC, will look to meet with them prior to the start of the 2009 season. 

1. Discussed with Lou the importance of including more education regarding prevention as well as management.  As a committee we should be covering all facets including: prevention, diagnosis, treatment, return to play and victim/parent education.  We should also be exploring other options for diagnosis and return to play tools in addition to the IMPACT program.
