Sally Wise ( president of the official’s association) went over rule proposals for 2009-2010 season.

1. Score keeping change:  the officials are asking to just give the side out signal instead of using the finger point.  This is a technique change and then the official will beckon for serve.

* Because this is new to score keepers and fans the officials will make it a point to make sure the scorekeeper got the point.  

The committee agree to go back to the rule book and not signal with a finger point.

2. The officials asked for the fifth game go to 20pts. Instead of 25pts.  Currently NCAA goes to 15 pts and high school 25. The officials rational was this is sudden death and every other sport uses less time

· the committee decided to keep the fifth game at 25pts.  We do not consider this a sudden death but part of the match. 

3. Ball handling: Sally addressed inconsistent ball handling.  Point of emphasis- the officials are going to follow NYSCVOA ball handling directives.  The directive will be in the officials packet you will receive in late spring or summer. 

4. Jewelry.  This season there were many players taping ears, noses, eye brows etc. and coaches are allowing the players to do this.    The committee agree that it is teaching players to lie.  

Action:  The officials will take this issue as a point of emphasis at their meeting.  If a player is taping an area that usually isn’t taped the official will go coach.  If the coach ask, or does not act the official will address the player.

· Nina was going to make this issue a point of emphasis to the athletic directors.  She furthered commented that is jewelry is not allowed in a game they should not be practicing with it. 

5. Number of volleyball contests will be 20 sets leading up to sectionals.   Scrimmages are unlimited but if it is a scrimmage it needs to be just that.

Also do not call a tri-match a tournament.  If you are having a tournament you need to follow tournament format.

7. State tournament.
