Dr. Michael McCarthy
· President McCarthy reviewed the purpose of this meeting and briefly why the meeting was necessary.

· The purpose of this meeting is to conduct a re-vote for the position of 2nd Vice President of Section 2.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

· Doug reviewed the chain of events that occurred resulting in the necessity for this meeting.

· Several members of the Executive Committee expresses concern regarding the vote for 2nd Vice President, which occurred on June 3, 2009, at the Athletic Council meeting.

· After researching the Constitution and consulting with Dr. Ron Black (on Roberts Rules) and counsel, it was determined that the vote was invalid.

· Constitution:  By-Laws #6; Sections 5 and 6.

· Section 5 -  …. The Secretary shall prepare ballots for voting if there is more than one nomination for an office.

· Section 6 – A majority vote of the Athletic Council who are eligible to vote shall determine the officers who shall take office on July 1.

· The vote should have been by ballot and no candidate received a majority of votes.

· It was also discovered during the research of Athletic Council agendas and minutes that:

· Agenda – April 12, 2000:  Proposed an Amendment to the By-Laws of Section II to amend By-Law #6, Section 6 by addition:

If there are more than two candidates for an office; and if no majority is achieved on the first ballot, all but the two highest vote getters will be eliminated and a second vote will be taken.

If the election for a Section II Office by the Athletic Council results in a tie vote, the candidates who are tied will be reviewed by the Executive Committee, which will determine the winning candidate.

· Minutes – April 12, 2000:  The proposed Amendment to By-Law #6; Section 6 was approved and a post card ballot was mailed to each school.

· Minutes – June 7, 2000:  The results of the post card ballot were announced – 171 (yes); 3 (no); and 3 (abstentions) 

· Although the amendment was never added to the language of the Constitution, it still is binding.
· Doug personally contacted each of the candidates and advised them of the findings.

· A date was set for a special meeting of the Athletic Council for the purpose of conducting a re-vote.

· Doug also advised that in no way does the Executive Committee; nor any of its members have a bias as to how this election turns out.
