Thunder and Lightning Rule

Thunder and lightening necessitates that contests be suspended. The occurrence of thunder and/or lightning is not subject to interpretation or discussion. 

With your site administrator, set up a plan for shelter prior to any play.

When thunder is heard and/or when lightning is seen; the following procedures should be adhered to: 

1. Suspend play and direct participants to go to shelter; a building normally occupied by the public or if a building is unavailable, participants should go inside a vehicle with a metal top (e.g. bus, van, car)

2. Do not permit people to stand under or near a tree; and have all stay away from poles, antennas, towers, and underground watering systems. 

3. After thunder and/or lightening have left the area, wait approximately 30 minutes after the last boom or strike before resuming play or competition. 

4. If lightning continues after 30 minutes, and play is not resumed, then the rules of that particular sport shall determine whether the contest is official or must be resumed at a later date. 

During the season, a game is considered complete when 80% of playing time has elapsed. If a suspended game is one in which less than 80% of playing time has elapsed it should be replayed on another day and played from the beginning. An interrupted game continued on the same day shall be restarted from its point of interruption. All Post Season games (Sectionals/Regionals and States) are complete when 100% of playing time has elapsed.  

Sportsmanship

“The NYSPHSAA requires Officials to enforce all Rules regarding unsportsmanlike conduct by coaches and players. There will be no tolerance for negative statements or actions between opposing players. Especially trash-talking, taunting, or baiting of opponents. If such comments are heard, a penalty will be assessed immediately. We have been instructed not to issue warnings during the contest. It is strongly suggested that you remind your participants of this policy” 

Spectator Sportsmanship

· Coaches should remind their fans that NO noisemakers, bells or whistles will be allowed.

· All spectators are expected to adhere to the Section 2 policy on Sportsmanship. 
· Coaches should impress upon their players the need for respect of property at the school where they are playing. Teams should pick up after themselves when they are done playing. 

Section I.

Section II Sportsmanship Policy

In order to promote the fundamentals of good sportsmanship, the member schools of Section 2 of the New York State Public High School Athletic Association have adopted the following policy:

A. Each School shall educate its athletes, coaches, parents and student body as to the accepted standards of good sportsmanship as defined herein.  See Section II of this regulation.

B. Each school shall prominently display the Code of Behavior for Spectators outlined in Section III.

C. Each school shall send a designated chaperone with teams playing at neutral or away site for sectional, regional, or state competition, in the sports of football, boys and girl’s basketball, and boys and girls soccer.  This person, who shall be responsible for crowd control, shall report to the site chairperson upon arrival.

In other sports, the coach and staff must assume some of the responsibility for control of his or her spectators.

D. Each school shall provide adequate chaperone coverage at home contests.

E. For boys and girls’ soccer, field hockey, and lacrosse, it is mandated that the players’ benches be placed on the opposite side of the field as the spectators, if site conditions permit.  (Exception – stadium with fixed bleachers and a protective barrier.)

F. Players and coaches who are disqualified from a contest for unsportsmanlike behavior are prohibited from playing or coaching in the next regularly scheduled contest.  See Sections IV and V.

G. Players or coaches who strike or otherwise physically assault an official will be subject to suspension for a greater period of time.  See Section VI.

H. Official’s organizations shall be made aware of this policy and their assistance solicited in its enforcement.

I. This policy has been revised and updated in accordance with the newly adopted NYSPHSAA Sportsmanship Standard.

Section IV.

Player Ejection Policy

Any player on a varsity, junior varsity, freshman, or modified team in Section II shall be suspended for the next previously scheduled contest if he/she is ejected from a contest for unsportsmanlike conduct including taunting by an official.  The next contest is defined as the next contest in which the disqualified athlete is eligible to play, in that sport season.  Disqualification from one sports season will carry over to the next season of participation ( as per state regulation).  A player who is disqualified from the final regular season game would sit out the first sectional contest, if applicable.  A player who might be injured (for example, during a fight for which he was ejected) would be ineligible for the first contest for which he/she is medically cleared.  Sectional, regional, or state tournament games are not exempt from this rule.

A senior athlete disqualified from his/her last contest of participation shall be appropriately disciplined within two weeks of the incident by the school’s athletic director, coach, and/or principal in accordance with the school’s discipline code.  The athletic director shall report in writing to the chairperson of the Section II Sportsmanship Committee as to what disciplinary procedures were followed.

Any member of a squad who strikes, shoves, kicks, or makes other physical contact with the intent to annoy, harass or intimidate an official shall be expelled from the contest immediately and banned from further participation in all sports for a period of time to be determined by the Section not to exceed one year form the date of the offense.

Note:  Member of the squad includes player, manager, scorekeeper, timer, or statistician.

If player is disqualified from a game, the coach of the player must fill out a disqualification form after the contest.  Comments from each coach and the official should be solicited.  Completed form should be given to athletic director of offending school.

Copies of these forms must be submitted to the Section II Sportsmanship Chairperson as soon as possible.  The chairperson shall compile and distribute a summary of disqualification by sport and level seasonally and shall submit a copy to the NYSPHSAA office.

Enforcement of this rule is incumbent on the athletic directors and school administrators.  If a disqualified player plays illegally in a contest, that would constitute the use of an ineligible player, and would be subject to the state regulations regarding same.  Schools who repeatedly violate this policy are subject to further sanctions by the sportsmanship committee.

Section V.

Coach Ejection Policy

Any coach or assistant coach of a Section II team at any level shall be suspended from coaching the next scheduled contest if he/she is ejected from a contest for unsportsmanlike behavior including taunting by an official.  The contest is defined in the section on player ejection.

A coach who strikes, shoves, kicks, or makes other physical contact with the intent to annoy, harass, or intimidate another person (e.g. official, another coach, player, fan) shall be expelled immediately and banned from further participation or coaching in all sports for a period to be determined by the Section not to exceed 1 year.

Responsibility for Enforcement

The athletic director of the offending school is responsible for enforcement of this regulation.  If a coach is disqualified from a game, the athletic director shall file a report with the Section II Sportsmanship Committee.

Enforcement of this rule is incumbent on the athletic directors and school administrators.  If a disqualified person coaches illegally in a contest, that contest is subject to forfeiture pending decision of the Sportsmanship Committee.

SPECIAL NOTE:  A DISQUALIFIED COACH MAY NOT BE PRESENT IN THE LOCKER ROOM, ON THE SIDELINES, IN THE STANDS OR SITE AREA BEFORE, DURING OR AFTER THE CONTEST.

Section VI                                          Physical Confrontation with Official

In no case shall a player or coach strike, bump, or otherwise physically intimidate an official, including before, during, and after a contest.  A written report of any such incident must be sent, by the official or the official’s representative, within forty-eight (48) hours, to the chairman of the Section 2 Sportsmanship Committee.  The official shall also send a copy of this report to the director of athletics of the offending school.

The offending school shall file a written report with the Section 2 Sportsmanship Committee within forty-eight (48) hours of receipt of the official’s notification.

The Sportsmanship Committee shall conduct a hearing as soon as possible with all parties, or representatives present.  Decisions of the Sportsmanship Committee shall be final.

Each case will be reviewed separately and the following penalties may be assessed:

1. Multiple game suspension.

2. Season suspension.

3. Suspension from playing or coaching any sport for one calendar year.

The official would retain the right to initiate legal action against the offending player or coach.

Section VII                                                              Appeal Procedure

If, upon consultation with the coach, the athletic director feels that the athlete or coach was ejected unfairly or that there were extenuating circumstances, then the principal of the offending school may initiate the appeal procedure.  The disqualification report shall be sent to the Chairperson of the Sportsmanship Committee within forty-eight (48) hours of the incident involving the player or coach ejection from a contest.  Telephone contact may initiate the appeal followed by the written report.  Comments from the officials, the opposing coach, etc. shall be included on the disqualification report.  Only appeals from the principal of the involved school will be heard.

A decision by the Sportsmanship Committee will be made within forty-eight (48) hours of the appeal if at all possible.  The offending player or coach may continue to play or coach during the appeal process.  Decision of the Sportsmanship Committee is final, subject to the rules of the N. Y. S. P. H. S. A. A.

The intent of the rule is to penalize acts of unsportsmanship.  We, as educators, should not be looking for ways to circumvent the ideals of this rule.  Therefore, appeals of disqualifications for unsportsmanship behavior will not be considered unless there are extreme extenuating circumstances.  “The other kid punched, our kid first” shall NOT be considered as a basis for appeal.

REPORT MUST BE COMPLETED FOR ALL DISQUALIFICATIONS AND SENT TO SPORTSMANSHIP COMMITTEE CHAIPERSON.  (Eileen Troy)
Protests

A. Information

Misapplication and misinterpretation of the rules will be the only recognized protest.

Field conditions and concerns must be resolved prior to the contest. 


B. Procedures: 

1. Any coach lodging a protest must immediately notify the officials and scorekeeper of the
     protest.

2. The scorekeeper must indicate who is protesting, the time and nature of the protest in both scorebooks.

3. Finish playing the game.

4. The coach filing the protest will present the details of the protest in writing. The written description must include:

A. The rule in question and how it was misinterpreted.

B. The score at the time.

C. The time in the game.

D. Player information.

E. Any other relevant information

F. The protest must be signed by both officials and both coaches.

5. Notify the Section 2 Boys Lacrosse Chairperson (Robert Gula) that evening.

6.  After the facts are gathered, the Section 2 Chairperson, Robert Gula will notify the Officials Rules Interpreter, and the League Reps (Mike Vorgang, Darren VanHeusen and Rich Scully) whereupon a decision will be made.

7. The Section 2 Lacrosse Chairperson will then contact the opposing coach and the two officials involved in the protest. 

8. The coaches and Athletic Directors of the teams involved will be informed of the
 decision as soon as possible.

This decision is final and can not be appealed. 

The Section 2 Lacrosse protest committee shall be comprised of the Section 2 Chairperson, League Reps and the official rules interpreter or, in the absence, a neutral official. 

The Section 2 Lacrosse Chairperson and League Reps and Table official make up the Protest Committee for Sectional Final Games. 

Sectional Coordinators from each region and the table official makes up the Protest Committee during Regionals. 

Sudden-Victory Overtime Play (Regular Season/Post Season)


In the event of a tie at the end of the regulation game, a coin shall be flipped by the referee, with the captain who wins the toss selecting the goal his team wishes to defend.  Play shall be continued after an intermission of two minutes.


All sudden-victory overtime periods shall be started with a face-off.  Play will proceed for a four-minute period until a goal is scored.  At the end of the four-minute period, there will be a two-minute intermission, and the teams shall change goals.  Four-minute periods shall be continued in this manner until a goal is scored.  Each team is entitled to one time-out per sudden-victory period. 

PROCEDURE FOR ENTERING SECTIONAL COMPETITION

Dates/Conflicts

· Please take careful note of the Post Season dates and times

· If your school anticipates any conflict, do not submit a Letter of Intent.

· Please note the late withdrawal policy on the Letter of Intent form. 

1. Letter of Intent must be on file by Friday, April 30th.
    Please send to: Robert Gula.

2. Any school wishing to move up in classification for SECTIONALS must notify the Secretary of Section II and Robert Gula by March 1.  This is a one-year commitment.  The following individuals must sign the letter:  Chief School Officer, Principal and the Athletic Director.

3. Teams must compete on an interscholastic and varsity level and must complete 10 games.

4. All games must be completed by Thursday, May 20th in order to be considered for sectional seeding.

In order to help seed the teams, schools must submit the Tournament Seeding Form by Thursday, May 19th to their league reps:

5. The general formula used for seeding purposes:

League games won x 3 divided by league games played.  

The Section 2 Lacrosse committee reserves the right to use discretionary seeding whenever it is deemed necessary. 

6. If a tie exists the following procedure will be used to determine placement.

1. Winner of the regular season Head to Head games.

2. Point differential between the two teams’ head-to-head contests.

3. Best record of each team vs. 1st place, 2nd place, etc., until the tie is broken.

4. Non-league games will be considered if the committee deems necessary to determine seed. 

5. Coin flip- “Heads” will be given to the alphabetically first team in the tie.  

If your forms are NOT received by the chairperson or your league rep at the time of the seeding meeting, your team CANNOT be considered for participation in the post-season tournament. If we receive nothing from you, the committee will assume you are NOT planning to participate in the tournament.

Please keep a copy of all your forms, including your athlete’s code of conduct.

Site for Sectional Games

1. All sites will be determined by the lacrosse committee.

2. All quarter-final and semi-final games will be played at the school with the higher seed. 

3. Final games will be played at a Neutral Site. 

4. If a field is non-regulation or unplayable for the tournament, the game will be held at the opposite site. 

· When determining your field for play, please be reminded decisions must be made for both teams involved. Safety is our main concern. If you must forfeit a home field for the sake of safety and fairness to both teams, don’t hesitate.
· Your field should be prepared for a regulation game 1 hour prior to game time. 

5. If a school decides to play a preliminary, quarterfinal and semifinal round game at a different time then stated, please be reminded that decisions must be agreed upon by both teams involved. Please let the Sectional coordinator know of the time change.  

6. The Athletic Department of the host site shall be responsible for the control of the sectional contest. All necessary paper work is included in this handbook.

Postponement

· Site chairperson should notify the teams involved at least two hours prior to the game.

· Site chairperson will notify the Section 2 Coordinator- Robert Gula

· The officials shall be in charge once the game has begun.

General Guidelines

1. US Lacrosse Rules endorsed by the NFSHSA.

2. Each team will be allowed a total of 37 including players and bench personnel without being charged.

Uniform and Home Team

· The higher seeded team will wear light tops and will be known as the home team.

Team Responsibilities

Bring new game balls to each Sectional game.

A. Supply an experienced timer and scorer and a timing device.

B. Inform fans of the ticket charge at all games: 

$3 for prelim/quarters, $6 for semis and finals

2. League Results – Must be sent to league representatives or Section Coordinator (Robert Gula) by Thursday, May 20th 
The Section 2 Boys Lacrosse Seeding Committee will have one representative from each league (official league representative).  The committee will use the criteria listed below to discuss the seeding of each team.  When voting where to place a team, each league will only get one vote.  The official league representative must make this vote.  In the case of a tie, the Coordinator will make the deciding vote.

Rich Scully – Big Ten (Official League Representative)

Darren VanHeusen – Foothills (Official League Representative)

Mike Vorgang – Suburban Council (Official League Representative)

Bill Battaglia – Wasaren (Official League Representative)

The following criteria will be used:

a) League rankings will be presented

b) Lax Power ratings will be presented

c) Head to Head results will be presented

d) Coaches will be asked to rank all teams in their class and present it prior to the seeding meeting.

e) Official League Representatives will vote on seeds

The official league representatives will vote on where to place each team beginning with one and continuing to eleven for Class A, one through eight for Class B, and one through six for Class C.  If an official league representative cannot be at the seeding meeting, then that league must send another representative.  The league President must approve this person.  

LETTER OF INTENT PROCEDURES

THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURE REGARDING LETTERS OF INTENT FOR SECTIONAL COMPETITION WAS APPROVED BY THE SECTION II ATHLETIC COUNCIL ON 

JUNE 8, 1988, AND WILL GO INTO EFFECT ON JULY 1, 1988.

A. LETTER OF INTENT

1. SHALL BE A STANDARD LETTER FOR ALL SPORTS.

2. THE STANDARD LETTER OF INTENT SHALL BE INCLUDED ANNUALLY IN THE SECTION II DIRECTORY.  IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF EACH SCHOOL’S ATHLETIC DIRECTOR TO MAKE COPIES OF THIS FORM AND SEND TO THE APPROPRIATE SPORT CHAIRPERSONS BY THE DESIGNATED DUE DATES.  A LIST OF ALL SPORTS CHAIRPERSONS, ADDRESSES, AND DUE DATES FOR EACH SPORT SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE DIRECTORY.
3. IT WILL BE REQUIRED THAT ALL SCHOOLS SEND THE LETTER OF INTENT BY THE REQUIRED DUE DATE IN ORDER TO BE ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SECTIONAL TOURNAMENT.

4. THE REQUIRED DUE DATE FOR EACH SPORT SHOULD BE NO EARLIER THAN THREE (3) WEEKS PRIOR TO THE BEGINNING OF THE SECTIONALS IN THAT SPORT.  THE SPORT CHAIRPERSON SHALL SET THE DUE DATE.  A FIVE-DAY GRACE PERIOD SHOULD BE BUILT IN FOR FOLLOW-UP BY LEAGUE SPORTS CHAIRPERSONS.

5. A SCHOOL WHICH HAS SUBMITTED A LETTER OF INTENT MAY CHOOSE TO WITHDRAW FROM THE SECTIONAL TOURNAMENT:
a. FOR SPORTS FOR WHICH PAIRINGS ARE ESTABLISHED: UPON NOTIFICATION OF THE SPORTS CHAIRPERSON OR LEAGUE REPRESENTATIVE BY THE PRINCIPAL OR ATHLETIC DIRECTOR PRIOR TO THE SEEDING MEETING FOR THAT SPORT.

b. FOR SPORTS WHICH NO PAIRINGS ARE ESTABLISHED: UPON NOTIFICATION OF THE SPORTS CHAIRPERSON OR LEAGUE REPRESENTATIVE BY THE PRINCIPAL OR ATHLETIC DIRECTOR AT LEAST 48 HOURS PRIOR TO THE START OF SECTIONAL COMPETITION IN THAT SPORT.

c. IF A SCHOOL ATTEMPTS TO WITHDRAW FROM THE SECTIONAL TOURNAMENT SUBSEQUENT TO THESE DEADLINES, THE SPORTS CHAIRPERSON OR HIS REPRESENTATIVE SHALL NOTIFY THE PRINCIPAL OF THE OFFENDING SCHOOL AND WARN OF PROBABLE SANCTION.

d. PENALTIES FOR WITHDRAWL FROM A TOURNAMENT SUBSEQUENT TO THE SEEDING MEETING OR 48 HOUR DEADLINE, UNLESS EXTREME EXTENUATING CIRCUMSTANCE CAN BE DEMONSTRATED, SUCH AS TEAM TRAINING RULE VIOLATIONS, TEAM SICKNESS, ACT OF GOD, OR OTHER EMERGENCY:

a. ANY SCHOOL THAT COMMITS ITSELF TO THE SECTIONAL TOURNAMENT IMPLIES THAT IT WILL CONTINUE IN THE TOURNAMENT UNTIL THE SCHOOL IS ELIMINATED.  THIS INCLUDES THE REGIONALS AND STATE TOURNAMENT TO CONCLUSION.

B. ENFORCEMENT

C. BOARD OF INQUIRY

ANY SCHOOL WISHING TO QUESTION ANY PENALTIES ASSESSED ACCORDING TO THESE REGULATIONS SHOULD ADDRESS A LETTER TO THE PRESIDENT OF SECTION II.  A BOARD OF INQUIRY WILL BE APPOINTED BY THE PRESIDENT CONSISSTING OF:

a. THE SECTION II PRESIDENT

b. SPORT CHAIRPERSON INVOLVED

c. LEAGUE PRESIDENT OF THE SCHOOL INVOLVED (UNLESS CONNECTED WITH THE PROTESTING SCHOOL, THEN ALTERNATE SHOULD BE APPOINTED)

d. TWO AT-LARGE MEMBERS FROM THE ATHLETIC COUNCIL.

THE BOARD OF INQUIRY MAY UPHOLD THE PENALTY AS ASSESSED OR OVERTURN THE PENALTY.

THE RULING OF THE BOARD OF INQUIRY MAY BE APPEALED TO THE SECTION II ATHLETIC COUNCIL AND MAY BE REVERSED BY A TWO-THIRDS VOTE OF THE COUNCIL.

SECTION II – NYSPHSAA

GUIDELINES FOR EXPENDITURES FOR SECTION II TEAMS GOING TO POST-SECTIONAL COMPETITION  (REGIONALS & STATES)

Section II teams will be afforded every reasonable amenity as they advance in Regional and State Competition.  However, current fiscal conditions mandate that guidelines are established specifying allowable expenditures for transportation, meals and lodging and the maximum number of athletes, coaches and support personnel permitted to travel.

The Assistant Treasurer of Section II will be the final authority in determining what expenditures will be allowed for post-season competition.
In general, the Section has arranged with an independent travel agency to provide transportation, meals and lodging necessary for all post-sectional competition.  Schools, which wish to make their own arrangements, may do so in compliance with these guidelines.

In order that all concerned parties are aware of final arrangements, a post-sectional form is included in this information packet.  This form must be completed for each post-sectional event by the Sports Coordinator and Athletic Director of the participating school.

The form may be completed by telephone or at a Sectional Game Site if all parties are present.  A copy of this form must be forwarded to the Assistant Treasurer of Section II.

For individual sports going to State competition as a Section II team (such as wrestling or track), the Sports Coordinator will complete this form with the Assistant Treasurer.

A. TRANSPORTATION

1.    Departure time from home school will be the time of day necessary to allow a team to arrive two (2) hours prior to the contest.
2.    Transportation will be provided for participants and related school personnel only.  Spectators, parents, and others not directly involved with the team will not be permitted to ride on Section II transportation.  A manifest of all persons, including name and function, traveling on the Section II vehicle will be made available by an Administrator, Athletic Director or Coach at the time of departure.
3.    If requested, any Section II team participating in a post-sectional contest within the boundaries of Section II will be entitled to transportation OR a meal.

4.    If a school district elects to provide its own transportation to post-sectional competition, the district will be reimbursed if requested at the NYSPHSAA rate of $1.60 per mile for bus transportation according to transportation chart and $.25 per mile for automobile transportation.
B. MEALS

1.    Meals will be provided to participating teams by the section if the team is traveling or playing during the hours of regular meal times according to the established guidelines.

2. Meals will be provided only for those participants, coaches and support personnel as listed on the travel manifest, according to the maximum allowed for each sport.  Meals will be arranged b the travel agency as necessary. (i.e. – If maximum # allowed is 20, but only 19 eat, it would be 19 x the meal allowance.  This amount is inclusive of tip, etc.) 

3. If a school wishes to make its own arrangements for meals, the district will be reimbursed for meals as follows:  The meal allowances include the tip. 


BREAKFAST……………….$8.00 Maximum 
$9.00 in Metropolitan Areas, NYC, L.I.


LUNCH………………..….…$8.00 Maximum
$9.00 in Metropolitan Areas, NYC, L.I.

DINNER……………….….$14.00 Maximum
$16.00 in Metropolitan Areas, NYC, L.I.
This Section is exempt from sales tax.  Each request for reimbursement must be accompanied by a validated receipt.  See maximum number of participants chart on next page.
Note:  Cost of meals may not be combined.  You may not skip breakfast and lunch and have a $24.00 dinner!)
C. LODGING
1.    Hotel/Motel accommodations will be arranged by the travel agent (for regionals) or the site chairperson (for most state competition).  If a school district wishes to arrange for alternate accommodations, the district will be reimbursed by the section at a rate of $56.00 per room.  Rates are based on four athletes and two coaches per room.  The school must present a validated receipt for reimbursement.
2.    The time of the contest and the distance from home school will be considered when determining whether or not a team requires lodging.

3.     Every effort will be made to have teams depart for home after a contest.
4.     Room service, telephone charges, and other non-authorized charges are not covered by Section II.
D.  REGIONAL/STATE CONTESTS WITHIN SECTION 2
       Any Section 2 team participating in a post-sectional contest within the boundaries of Section 2, is   

       entitled to transportation OR a meal.

       Transportation:  The school district may choose reimbursement per A4 above or the independent



          transportation agency contracted by Section 2.

       Meals:  Meals will be authorized as per section guidelines B3 & 4 above.

E.    GENERAL

Any expense above the amount allowed by Section II must be incurred by the participating school district.

Any request for special arrangements, such as practice sessions or side trips, must be made in advance by the athletic director of the participating school and must be cleared by the assistant treasurer of Section II.  (If these arrangements are not cleared by Section II prior to the trip, the Section will not make payment!)
Arrangements with the designated travel agency must be made by the Sports Chairperson.  The athletic Director will call the agency to confirm and arrange final details.  Ultimate authority rests with the Section II Assistant Treasurer.

NO SPORTS CHAIRPERSON HAS AUTHORITY TO EXCEED THESE LIMITS OR REGULATIONS.

The participating school district is responsible for any and all damages or charges in excess of approved expenses.

II. Police – All police shall be paid at the rate, which is established by the host school district for such service at  regular school activities.
III. Custodial – Custodial personnel shall be paid at the rate, which is currently in effect in the School district, which hosts the sectional activity.  Sport coordinators should be certain that payments authorized for custodians, directly, do not represent double payment.  In order to avoid this problem, the payments should be made to the school district; or, a letter from the school district to the treasurer should authorize direct payment to individuals.
IV. Tickets – Section II has an adequate supply of tickets for all of its activities.  If tickets are needed for an event such tickets are available.  If a district wishes to donate tickets such donations will be gladly accepted.  Purchase of tickets by a coordinator or site chairperson, for use at the sectional level will not be reimbursed.
V. Officials – Officials shall be paid in accordance with the agreement between Section II and the respective official’s organizations.
VI. Mileage  - Coordinators may charge mileage for travel on official Section II business including state committee meetings.  Mileage may not be claimed or travel to an Athletic Council meeting.  Only game officials may be reimbursed for travel.  Chaperones, ticket sales personnel, police, custodial and site chairpersons may not be reimbursed for travel.
Miscellaneous – For any services or supplies, which are purchased in connection with sectional activities, the claim voucher should be accompanied by a bill describing the service or supply and the purpose for which the expense was incurred.
When a sports coordinator appoints or designates a site chairperson, such coordinator must brief the chairperson on the importance of complete and accurate records.  In order for a site chairperson to be reimbursed, the following duties must be completed:

1. Vouchers from officials must be completed and signed by the claimant and the site chairperson/coordinator.

2. Where admission is charged, and where supervisory, security or custodial fees are charged, vouchers for all personnel must be complete and signed by site chairperson, coordinator and claimant.

3. Where admission is charged, the financial report must be completed, both page one and page two.

4. Where admission is charged, the receipts should be converted to check and sent to the treasurer, certified return receipt requested.  The Section will reimburse the expense of the cashier’s check.  A site chairperson may not make cash payments from gate receipts.  Payment for a cashier check may not be made from the gate receipts.  Site chairpersons may file claim vouchers for reimbursement for the cost of a cashier check.

In an activity where the receipts must be deposited in the night depository, and where the site chairperson is fearful of the safety of the deposit, the site chairperson may authorize one hour extra payment for a police officer to accompany the deposit.

SENIOR ALL STAR CONTEST CRITERIA *

Application for approval of an Senior All Star Contest shall be submitted to the New York State Public High School Athletic Association after approval by the Section President.  Approval will be granted if all the required forms are properly completed and all the following provisions are satisfied:

1. The contestants shall be seniors who have completed their secondary school eligibility in that sport.

2. School personnel only shall be responsible for the screening and selection of contestants for participation in the contest.

3. School personnel only shall be responsible for the screening and selection of coaches for conducting the contest.

4. A contestant may participate in no more than one approved Senior All Star Contest in the same sport during the same school year.

5. A coach may coach no more than one approved Senior All Star Contest in the same sport during the same school year.

6. All participants and personnel involved in an approved Senior All Star Contest must sign a letter of intent developed by the New York State Federation of Secondary School Athletic Associations.

7. All contestants must be bona-fide students from athletic associations who are members of the New York State Federation of Secondary School Athletic Associations and such contests must be conducted in New York State.

8. The contest shall have an established charitable or educational purpose; the financial arrangements of the contest shall reflect an accomplishment of that purpose, and all receipts not from the contest shall be utilized for such purpose.  Net receipts shall be gross receipts less expenses directly connected with the administration and conduct of the contest.  Gross receipts shall include all revenues derived from the contest.  Financial records must be clearly specified in the application for approval according to the terms of the agreement and meet the criteria as approved by the New York State Federation of Secondary School Athletic Associations.

9. Applications must meet guidelines as to the safety, number of practices prior to contest, insurance, Commissioner’s Regulations, awards and other requirements determined by the New York State Federation of Secondary School Athletic Associations and the individual association.

10. All contests must be conducted within the approved sport season.

11. Commercial sponsors should be discouraged and should not be necessary for conducting a viable Senior All Star Contest.

12. All awards from schools or non-school groups must be in agreement with school, league section and association standards, reasonable in cost and symbolic in nature.

13. All Senior All Star Contests must be conducted to benefit the participants, not the sponsor.  No contests can be approved that do not contribute to the mental, physical and emotional welfare of the athletes or interfere with the academic program or interscholastic program of the school and athlete.

*Senior All Star Contest Criteria have been approved by the New York State Federation of Secondary Schools Athletic Associations, consisting of NYSPHSAA, PSAL, CHSAA, and AIS.
