Sectional Competition
· Boy’s Volleyball Sectionals are open

· Letter’s of intent must be on file by October 1, 2010 for the Fall and January 21, 2011 for the Winter.
The letter of intent form can be found on page 35 of the Section II handbook on the Section II web page, section2athletics.org.  This form indicates the schools intent and/or chosen obligation to participate in post-season sectional and intersectional tournaments until the school is eliminated.  This form is to be sent to the section chairman no later than October 8 for the Fall and January 27, 2011 for the Winter
The letter of intent states that it is your intention to play until eliminated or to conclusion.  Failure by a school/coach to submit the letter of intent to the volleyball chairman by the indicated deadline will be an indication that your school does not wish to participate in the post-season sectional tournament.  Subsequently, your team will not be considered or seeded in the tournament.
If, after submitting your letter of intent, your school decides it does not wish to enter the sectional tournament, you must so indicate that intent to either your league representative or the Section II Chairman.  This must be done before the sectional seeding meeting.

· Sectional competition will be determined by your school classification.  All schools will be placed into two groups in the Winter Season and One in the Fall
· Class B and Class C.  All league games must be completed by Wednesday, February 16, 2011 in order to be considered for sectionals.  If a team cannot complete their league schedule they must petition the committee. (This must be due to circumstances such as severe weather that has caused the cancellation of a game).
· Division 1.  All league games must be completed by Tuesday October 26, 2011 in order to be considered for sectionals.  If a team cannot complete their league schedule they must petition the committee. (This must be due to circumstances such as severe weather that has caused the cancellation of a game).
· All Schools must play at least ten contests.  League schedules must be completed to be eligible for sectionals. Independent schools must play at least ten matches and submit their entire record, including scores, to the committee for consideration. 

· Seeding Meeting will be Thursday October 28, 2010 for the Fall and Thursday February 17, 2011 for the Winter.  Seeds will be determined by looking at League standings, Head to Head-(matches and games), overall record, Strength of league, Non league records.

· In order to help seed the teams, schools must submit the following information by Wednesday October 27, 2010 for the Fall and Thursday, February 17, 2011, for the Winter to their league reps:

*  League matches played – give opponents name and scores.

*  Non league matches – give opponents name and scores.
· Selection into the tournament will be primarily based on league record.  We will also consider the strength of your league, non-league records and tournament play.

· For record purposes, from tournament play, all 2 out of 3 or 3 out of 5 matches will be reviewed.  Round robin competition may not be considered.

· If there is a need for play-in matches they will be played on Friday, October 29, 2010 for the Fall and Monday, February 28, 2011 for the winter.  Any team refusing to participate in play-in matches forfeit their opportunity to qualify for sectionals.  The home team for Prelim and Quarter Final games may choose to not charge admission and pay the Officials at the Sectional Rate.

· If a host school does not charge admission, make out their financial report and follow the Section 2 outline for who is to be paid, they will not be considered for a site next year.  A site may choose to not charge admission, but they are responsible for paying for the officials and workers. (only in the Preliminary’s or Quarter finals). 
· All matches before Semi-Finals will be hosted by the higher seed.  The admission price is Three Dollars for Preliminaries and Quarter Final Games.  The Admission price for Semi-Finals and Finals will be Six Dollars.  Monies and a report (pages  & Section Two Handbook) will be sent to the Section Two Treasurer.
