SECTION 1
All public schools located within the boundaries of Section 2, as designated by the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A., that meet the requirements of and make application to the Athletic Council and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. shall, upon a majority vote of the Athletic Council, be considered members of Section 2 N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

SECTION 2
A private, parochial, charter or special act school within the boundaries of Section 2 is eligible to become a member of Section 2, and if, as prescribed in the Rules and Regulations of the Athletic Council, meets the qualifications and prerequisites, makes application, follows required procedures, and is accepted by the Athletic Council and the schools in Section 2, shall become a member of Section 2. 

SECTION 3
The "League" is the basis for representation of all schools within the boundaries of Section 2. 

A.
An approved League is composed of schools that are members of Section 2, and that sponsors and conducts interscholastic competition on a high school level in various sports within that League and in which the majority of the League schools participate.

B.
An approved League shall submit, at the first Section 2 Athletic Council meeting (on form provided), to the Section 2 Secretary:

List of schools in League.

2.
List of Sports that the League sponsors and conducts and League schools involved in each sport.

3.
Officers of the League.

4.
Athletic Council representatives and alternates. (League only)

5.
League Sports Coordinators and other League representatives who will serve on Section 2 standing committees.

C.
Approved Leagues shall be represented on the Section 2 Athletic Council only if the majority of the schools in the League compete in interscholastic varsity high school basketball within the League.

D.
An approved League shall have four (4) or more schools in the League.

Should a Section 2 representative to the Central Committee change from one (1) position to another, both of which are positions from which Central Committee members are selected, (i.e. a member of boy’s physical education or coaching staff to principal) such representative may complete the term of office for which elected.

All nominees for the various officers shall be included in the agenda of the last regularly scheduled meeting of the school year.  The Secretary shall prepare ballots for voting if there is more than one nomination for an office.

SECTION 6
A majority vote of the Athletic Council who are eligible to vote shall determine the officers who shall take office on July 1.


If there are more than two candidates for an office and if no majority is achieved on the first ballot, all but the two highest vote getters will be eliminated and a second vote will be taken.  


If the election for a Section 2 Office by the Athletic Council results in a tie vote, the candidates who are tied will be reviewed by the Executive Committee, which will determine the winning candidate.
SECTION 7
In the event of a vacancy during the term of office, the President shall fill such vacancy by appointment. Such appointed officer shall complete the unexpired term of office.

The Executive Committee shall meet at special meetings as called by the President of the Athletic Council or at the request of the majority of its members.  Quorum shall consist of a majority of the Executive Committee.

SECTION 3
The Executive Committee shall have all those powers and duties given to the Athletic Council by the Constitution and By-Laws.  These powers and duties shall be used only to conduct such business as may arise between regular or special meetings of the Athletic Council.

SECTION 4
The President, as Chairperson of the Executive Committee shall at each Athletic Council meeting give a summary report of any official action taken and decisions made by the Executive Committee between Athletic Council meetings.

SECTION 5
The Executive Committee shall have the power to act on all matters not provided for in the Constitution, By-Laws, and/or Rules and Regulations of Section 2.

SECTION 6

         1.      Approval of the Board of Education of each merging school.

2.
No more than two (2) member schools shall be combined.  

3.
Classification for Sectional competition and beyond will be determined by adding the enrollments of the two (2) schools involved in the merger.

4.
In those activities where there is an absence of an effective program in one of the schools, a combined program may be established provided a need is shown to the League or Sub-League involved and the Section 2 Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee.


                 Need is based on:

  
A.
Insufficient number of participants to field an existing team. 

B.
A desire by one school to generate interest in fielding a new team which initially does not have enough participants to compete. 

C.
Inadequate facilities. 

5.
It is the responsibility of the schools involved to see to it that all necessary forms are completed and submitted properly to the executive officer of the league or sub-league involved. 

6.
The League or Sub-League in which the proposed merged team would compete will grant or deny permission for the merger by a majority vote of the schools which are members of the League or Sub-League.

If league or Sub-League approval is not granted, a reason for the failure to grant permission must be recorded on the merger proposal forms, and the forms must be signed by the executive officer of the League or Sub-League and returned to the Superintendents of the schools involved.  The Superintendents may decide to:

a.
Discontinue the merger proposal.

b.
Appeal the decision of the League or Sub-League to the Section 2 Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee.

For newly proposed mergers, once the League or Sub-League permission is granted or denied (in the case of an appeal), the Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee will meet with at least one representative of each school involved in the proposed merger and a representative of the League or Sub-League not affiliated with either of the schools involved in the proposed merger.  If League or Sub-League permission has been granted, the Section 2 Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee may approve or deny the merger.  In the case of a denial of permission to merge, the schools involved may appeal the decision directly to the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. 

9.
If League or Sub-League permission has not been granted, the Section 2 Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee will hear the appeal of the schools involved and may decide to uphold or overturn the decision of the League or Sub-League involved.  If the committee upholds the decision of the League or Sub- League, the schools involved may appeal the decision directly to the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. 


Existing mergers will be approved by the Combining of School Athletic Teams Committee if they are approved by the schools and league involved.  If there is a lack of approval on the school or league level, the Committee will meet with the parties involved.
