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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I
NAME

SECTION 1
The name of this organization shall be Section 2 of the New York State Public High School Athletic Association, Inc.

ARTICLE II
PURPOSE

SECTION 2
The purpose of this organization, Section 2, shall be:

A.
To formulate, adopt and establish policies, rules, regulations and procedures for conducting the sectional and interscholastic athletic program for those schools voluntarily subscribing to membership in the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. and in Section 2 of that Association.

B.
To sanction and to govern the athletic activities in which Section 2 schools are involved.

C.
To support and promulgate the rules and regulations of the Commissioner of Education the Constitution, By-Laws, Rules & Regulations of Section 2 and Standards adopted by the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

D.
To sponsor, organize and supervise sectional and/or intersectional sports, sports events, and tournament competition as sanctioned by the Athletic Council of Section 2 and approved by the Commissioner of Education and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

E.
To enlist the cooperation of member schools in strengthening the organization of Leagues within Section 2.

F.
To enforce the Constitution, By-Laws, Rules & Regulations, and Standards adopted by the Athletic Council of Section 2 and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. 
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ARTICLE III
MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1
All public schools located in the geographic area of Section 2 shall become and remain members of Section 2 upon meeting and maintaining the requirements as set forth by the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. and Section 2.

SECTION 2
Private, parochial, charter and special act schools within the boundaries of Section 2 may be members of Section 2 upon meeting the prerequisites and requirements as set forth by Section 2.

SECTION 3
The membership year shall be considered from July 1 to June 30 of the following year.
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ARTICLE IV
ATHLETIC COUNCIL
SECTION 1
The governing body for the organization and control of athletes and athletic competition in Section 2 shall be the Athletic Council.

SECTION 2
The Athletic Council shall be composed of the following members:

A.
The four (4) elected Section 2 representatives to the Central Committee of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

B.
The elected officers of the Section 2 Athletic Council.

C.
The immediate Past-President of the Athletic Council of Section 2.

D.
Three (3) representatives from the Leagues established and recognized by Section 2 Athletic Council.

E.
Non-League Representatives.

F.
The Sports Chairpersons of all sports sponsored by Section 2 Athletic Council.

G.
The Chairperson of the Modified Athletic Council.

H.
Representatives from Sub-Leagues.

SECTION 3
The voting membership of the Athletic Council shall be the League representatives:

A. Three (3) duly selected representatives from each of the nine (9) approved Leagues having four (4) or more member schools.

SECTION 4
      The Athletic Council shall approve an Executive Director to oversee the daily



      operations of the Section.
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ARTICLE V
OFFICERS
SECTION 1
The elected officers of the Section 2 Athletic Council shall be a President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.

SECTION 2
The officers shall be elected at the Athletic Council's last regularly scheduled meeting of the school year and the elected officers shall take office on July 1 following the election, and shall serve for a term of two (2) years.

SECTION 3
Officers shall perform such duties as established and prescribed in the By-Laws of the Athletic Council.
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ARTICLE VI
COMMITTEES

SECTION 1
Committees shall be established and governed as prescribed in the By-Laws of the Section 2 Athletic Council.

SECTION 2
The Section 2 Athletic Council shall sanction and authorize the establishment and continuation of the following Standing Committees:

SECTION 3
AD HOC committees may be authorized and established by the President of Section 2 when deemed advisable and necessary in the operation of the Athletic Council of Section 2.
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ARTICLE VII
MEETINGS

SECTION 1
The Section 2 Athletic Council shall hold five (5), regular meetings during the school year.  


The dates for these meetings shall be set by the President of the Section 2 Athletic Council with, the approval of the Executive Committee.

SECTION 2
Special meetings of the Section 2 Athletic Council shall be called, when necessary, by the President of the Athletic Council, with the approval of the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VIII
AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1
A proposed amendment to the Constitution or/By-Laws of Section 2 shall be presented, in writing, to the Secretary of the Section 2 Athletic Council no later than at the third duly authorized and scheduled Section 2 Athletic Council meeting of the school year by the Executive Committee or by a member of the Athletic Council.

SECTION 2
A majority vote of the voting membership of the Section 2 Athletic Council at the fourth duly/authorized and scheduled Section 2 Athletic/ Council meeting of the school year shall be, required to initiate an amendment to the) Constitution or By-Laws of Section 2.

SECTION 3
Upon the approval of an amendment to the/Constitution or the By-Laws by the Athletic Council, Section 2 member schools shall vote, via post card ballots sent out by the Secretary.  Report of this vote shall be given at the fifth regularly scheduled Athletic Council meeting of the school year.

SECTION 4
A two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the member schools of Section 2 voting shall be required for the adoption of an amendment to the Constitution or By-Laws of Section 2.

SECTION 5
An approved amendment to the Constitution or By-Laws of Section 2 shall become effective as of July 1.
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ARTICLE IX
CONSTITUTIONAL EMERGENCY

SECTION 1
The Athletic Council may, upon the recommendation of the Executive Committee, set aside or temporarily suspend articles in the Constitution and By-Laws because of emergency and/or extenuating circumstances, at any regular or special Athletic Council meeting.

SECTION 2
A school, league, sectional, sports committee or a member of the Executive Committee shall submit, in writing, the proposal to set aside or temporarily suspend articles in the Constitution and/or By-Laws, to Executive Committee at least fifteen (15) school days prior to the Athletic Council meeting at which a vote on the proposal(s) shall be taken.

SECTION 3
Upon an affirmative vote of 75 percent of the Executive Committee (9 out of 11 members), the proposal shall be submitted to the Athletic Council for their approval.

SECTION 4
The secretary of Section 2 shall send written notice of the proposal to set aside or temporarily suspend an article in the Constitution or By-Laws, and an explanation thereof to all member schools fifteen (15) school days prior to the meeting at which the proposal shall be voted.

SECTION 5
Upon the affirmative vote of 75 percent of the Athletic Council (20 of the 27 members with representation from at least 7 of 9 leagues), the Athletic Council may set aside or temporarily suspend articles in the Constitution and By-Laws because of emergency and/or extenuating circumstances.
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
