NATIONAL FEDERATION OF STATE HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATIONS

The National Federation is made up of fifty (50) state high school athletic associations, which have united to secure the benefits of cooperative activities.


The New York State Public High School Athletic Association (N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.) is a member of this Federation.

2.
NYS FEDERATION OF SECONDARY SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION

The N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. is one of four recognized high school athletic associations in the State of New York that are joined together into a State Federation to coordinate the cooperative efforts of the member associations in their involvement with interscholastic athletic competition.


The membership of the New York State Federation of Secondary School Athletic Associations include:

The New York State Public High School Athletic Association (N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.)

B.
The New York State Catholic High School Athletic Association.

C.
The Public Schools Athletic League of the City of New York (P.S.A.L.).

An Association of Independent Schools in New York State.

STATE EDUCATION DEPARTMENT AND THE SCHOOL DISTRICT BOARD OF EDUCATION


The New York State Education Department makes each local school district Board of Education responsible for the interscholastic athletic program in the school.  The State Education Department permits school districts to be represented and participate at League, Section and State Level.


Interscholastic Athletics, therefore, shall be pursuant to the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education as well as the rules of the New York State Public High School Athletic Association (N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.).
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4.
N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

The New York State Public High School Athletic Association is the central organization of schools, joined together on a state-wide basis, responsible for governing interscholastic athletic activities and programs for boys and girls in grades 7-12 in its member schools.

A.
Although the vast majority of the public schools in the State are members of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A., there are some schools that are not members.

B.
Private, parochial, charter and special act schools are eligible to become members of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. and of Section 2.

5.
SECTION

The N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. is geographically divided into eleven (11) "Sections" established for the purpose of the administration of athletic programs for member schools or leagues within such areas.

A.
Section 2 is one of the eleven designated areas and includes approximately one hundred (100) schools within its geographic boundaries and several Friends and Neighbors Schools (private and parochial).

The following schools represent the geographic boundaries of Section 2 as designated by N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.  (Starting at the N.E. corner of Section 2 and proceeding counter-clockwise) Whitehall, No. Warren, Johnsburg, Northville, Gloversville, St. Johnsville, Fort Plain, Sharon Springs, Richmondville, Middleburgh, Cairo, Catskill, Germantown and Taconic Hills. Taconic Hills C.S. represents the S.E. corner of Section 2.  The eastern boundary of Section 2 is the New York State line.

SECTION  (cont'd)

B.
Section 2 is, therefore, under the umbrella of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A., but nevertheless, an entity in itself, operating under its own Constitution, By-Laws and Rules & Regulations.   All member schools of Section 2 are also members of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

The schools in Section 2 have joined together to form an association known as Section  2.

C.
The membership of Section 2 consists of public, private, parochial, charter and special act schools within the geographic boundaries of Section 2. 

6.
LEAGUES



A League is an organization of schools joined together for the purpose of providing athletic competition among schools of comparable size, interests and within reasonable distance of each other.


There are some schools (Friends & Neighbors) within Section 2 that are not  associated with a League.

7.
SUB-LEAGUES

A sub-league is an organization of schools joined together for the purpose of providing athletic competition in a specific sport.


There are several sub-leagues within Section 2.
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8.
ATHLETIC COUNCIL


A.
The governing body of Section 2 is the Athletic Council. 

B.
Leagues within Section 2 appoint representatives to participate on the Athletic Council.  Schools with no League affiliations are also represented on the Athletic Council as non-voting members. 

C.
The Athletic Council elects its officers and committees to carry on the work of Section 2.

1.
The Section 2 Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules and Regulations govern the operation of the Athletic Council as well as the member schools in Section 2. 

2.
Such governmental models must be consistent with those of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. and the State Education Department. 

3.
Section 2 is represented on the state wide level, N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A., through elected representatives.

The written "laws" of Section 2 are contained in three documents:

Constitution

2.
By-Laws

3.
Rules & Regulations


Each document, as well as the "Overview",  is color coded for easy reference.  All documents are compiled in a loose-leaf format to make it convenient to remove and insert pages when changes are made.


The "Overview" is a brief explanation of the basic organization of Section 2 including its structure and its relationship with the state and the nation.

1.
CONSTITUTION

The Constitution contains the essential provisions relating to Section 2 as an organization and states the primary characteristics of the organization.  It acts as the fundamental instrument that establishes the broad parameters for the operation of the organization, Section 2.


The Constitution supersedes all other "laws" of Section 2, including the By-Laws and the Rules & Regulations.  The Constitution can be amended only after deliberation over a period of time, per Article VIII.

2.
BY-LAWS

The By-Laws contain the basic provisions for operating Section 2 as an organization and conducting its activities. The By-Laws also include authorization deemed necessary for the organization to function.
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2.
BY-LAWS  (cont'd)


The By-Laws contain provisions having a direct bearing on the rights of member schools within Section 2.  They spell out the powers, as well as the limitations of components of the organization as they are related to Section 2 as a whole.


By-Laws concur,  in principal and philosophy, with the Constitution.  They supersede the Rules & Regulations.  


Changes in the By-Laws require the same amount of time mandated for amendments in the Constitution.

3.
RULES & REGULATIONS

Rules & Regulations include the definitive and descriptive provisions explaining how the organization, Section 2, functions.  They contain the specific directives and the details of organizational procedure for all Section 2 activities.


All Rules & Regulations reflect the philosophy included in the Constitution and By-Laws and concur with all organizational and procedural principles included in these other two documents.


Rules & Regulations can be adopted or amended as an ordinary resolution of the Athletic Council, per By-Law #1.
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
