A.
President Troy reviewed a couple of the items in the coordinator 

packets.  She emphasized that your Executive Committee liaison is your resource on the Executive Committee for information.  It is important that the liaison is informed of all things regarding your sport.

1. Procedures:

a. Negotiating Venues -

1) Doug is the main negotiator for venues.

2) If there is a venue you are interested in, you should first call your Executive Committee liaison.

3) Doug, your liaison, sport coordinator and Roger (for sectionals) or Fred (for regionals) will meet with the venues to negotiate.

2. Sport Committee issues and/or emergencies –

a. FIRST call should always be to your liaison.  The liaison will contact the appropriate individual and get an answer for you.

b. If you cannot contact your liaison, then you should contact the Executive Director, who will contact the appropriate individual and get an answer for you.

c. If you cannot reach either your liaison or Doug, contact should be made in the following order:

3.     Yellow Vouchers - 

a. All coordinator expenses should be submitted on yellow vouchers 

with appropriate receipts to your liaison, who will forward them to Roger or Fred.

b. Regular expenses for a sectional contest with the financial report

should be sent to you (or at least a copy of the financial report) prior to sending to Roger for payment.  These do not have to go to your liaison first.

D. Finances – 

1. Last year a survey was sent to all Athletic Directors and Sport 

Coordinators.  The response was in favor of having the school districts pick up the meal expenses for post sectionals to reduce expenses.

2. The Executive Committee will recommend this to the Athletic Council 

at the October 7th meeting.  If approved it will take effect for the 2009-2010 school year.

3. Brown Coach will be made aware of this new procedure.

E. Venues – 

1. We have not received any contracts for sectionals or regionals for  

any of the fall sports.  Please get them to your liaison as soon as possible.

2. Please look at high schools.  We have more and more excellent high 

schools that are willing to host sectional and regionals contests.  Doug will be compiling a list of schools and the cost to utilize these venues. 

F. Pass Gates – 

1. Please complete the form provided to you, submit to Doug prior to the

contest and Doug will distribute to the various sectional sites.

G. State Proposal – Board Certified Coach or Designee at State Championships

1. This proposal was tabled at the NYSPHSAA August  meeting and sent back to the Sections for discussion.

H. Yellow Vouchers – Roger or Fred will return any vouchers that do not have 

the liaison’s signature on them.  This will delay payment.

Coordinator Concerns - 

A. Mary ann Bump – 

Cited a concern regarding the possibility of having to play a regional contest in Section 9 at the Milton Dome.  Section 2 had to play there this past year and it was dark and narrow.  It is mainly a soccer field.

President Troy advised Mary ann to start collecting information and the liaison and Executive Committee will assist.

B. Pete Bly –

Neutral Officials:  President Troy advised that the NYSPHSAA approved that if the two sections agree they may use neutral officials; otherwise the home section provides the officials.  Each sport committee needs to prepare a proposal if they want to do something else.  (i.e. – boys lacrosse already has done this and girls lacrosse is in the process)

C. Gary VanDerzee –

Reduction of Contests:  This issue was discussed at the August NYSPHSAA meeting and will be readdressed after the fall season at the December NYSPHSAA for possible action.  Coordinators were advised to provide as much information to their Central Committee reps (Liz and Glenn). (i.e. – problems, implications, loss of revenue)

D. Al Roy – 

Changing of dates & times of Sectional Contests:  Al cited that a problem regarding requests to change dates and times due to conflict with proms.  He thanked the Glenn, Doug and the Executive Committee for supporting him.

E. Cathy Allen – 

Cathy stated the importance of sport coordinators attending Athletic Council meetings whenever possible.  You stay in the loop and gather valuable information.
