DIVISIONAL QUARTER POINTS SYSTEM

1. Quarter points are acquired by being ahead at the end of each of the first 3 quarters.  One point is awarded to the team with the lead at the end of each quarter.  If teams are tied at the end of a quarter each team received ½ quarter points.  Four points are awarded for the winning team.

Example:

Team A is ahead of Team B 7-0 after the first quarter – 1 pt.  Team B scores 6 points in the second quarter, and Team A leads 7-6 after the second quarter.  Team A gains another point.  In the third quarter, Team B scores 7 points and leads at the end of the third quarter 13-7.  Team B gets 1 point.  In the final quarter, Team A scores 7 points to take the lead 14-13 and wins the game.  Team A gets no points for the 4th quarter, but gets 4 points for the win.


Total Points
Team A – 6




Team B – 1

2. If the game goes into overtime, there are no points awarded for the 4th quarter or for each overtime.  The winner gets 4 points.

3. If there is a three way (or more) tie for 1st or 2nd place, divisional quarter points will break the tie and set the order of seeding based on the divisional quarter points, ie. 19 points – 1st, 18 points – 2nd,  17 points – 3rd , or for 2nd place – 19 points – 2nd , 18 points – 3rd , 17 points – 4th.

4. If points are as follows:  19 points, 19 points, 17 points for 1st and 2nd go back to head to head for the two tied teams for the highest seed and next highest seed, the team with the lowest points moves to the lowest seed of the three.

5. If the three way tie is for 3rd and 4th place, the 2 teams with the highest quarter points are in the playoffs, while the team with the lowest quarter points is eliminated from the playoffs.  In this situation, if the 2 teams in the playoffs are tied in quarter points, the 3rd and 4th place teams are determined by head to head competition.
