All parochial and private schools within the boundaries of Section 2 are eligible to become members of Section 2 and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. if the school is:

Is for at least one (1) school year prior to being accepted as an official member of Section 2, a duly authorized "Friends and Neighbors" or Federation member school (s) in either the Association of Independent Schools or the Catholic High School Athletic Association and having complied with the Rules and Regulations of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

B.
Is registered and approved by the Board of Regents of the State of New York and follows the Rules and Regulations of the Commissioner of Education that pertain to interscholastic athletics.

C.
Is a member of a public high school league in Section 2.  (Schools can be admitted into a league prior to admission into Section 2.)

D.
Is approved and recommended, in writing, for membership in Section 2 and N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. by the public high school league (s) in which the school competes.

SECTION 2
A parochial or private school that wishes to become a member of Section 2 and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. shall make written application to the President of Section 2 for membership prior to October 1 to be effective as of September 1 of the succeeding school year.  Such application shall include:  

A.
Request for membership in Section 2 and N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

B.
Statement indicating that the school was a "Friend and Neighbors" or Federation member school in either the Association of Independent Schools or the Catholic High School Athletic Association for one year prior to the effective date of membership.

C.
Statement indicating agreement to follow all Rules and Regulations of Section 2 and N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. and to pay all dues payable to Section 2 and N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

D.
Statement listing the varsity interscholastic activities in which the applicant competes within a public high school league of which they are a member.

1.
Applicant must list all varsity interscholastic activities which the school sponsors, but which are not included within a public high school league.

Statement that no athlete competing on an interscholastic basis shall receive any type of financial assistance from the school or other sources including, but not limited to, scholarships and or tuition exemption, upon the basis of athletic ability.

The President of the Public High School League shall write a letter of recommendation supporting the entrance of the private or parochial school into Section 2 and stipulate the League's recommendation for classification.

SECTION 3


A.
The Executive Committee shall meet after receipt of application and shall determine if the applicant school meets all qualifications and prerequisites and have followed the proper procedures.

Representative(s) from the applicant school shall meet with the Executive Committee to discuss all pertinent matters relative to Section 2 and the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

B.
The Executive Committee shall make its recommendation to the Athletic Council at its second (2nd) regularly scheduled meeting of the year for its consideration and action.

C.
If the private/parochial school is accepted by the Athletic Council, the Secretary shall distribute ballots to all member schools in Section 2.

1.
Ballots shall be returned prior to the third (3rd) regularly scheduled Athletic Council meeting of the school year.

2.
Acceptance or rejection of the applicant school shall be determined by a simple majority of the member schools of Section 2.

3.
Announcement of the vote shall be made at the third (3rd) regularly scheduled meeting of the Athletic Council.

4.
Formal acceptance of a private/parochial school shall be effective as of September of the succeeding year.

Classification of Section 2 schools shall be based on the number of students (boys and girls) enrolled in Grades 9-11.

The enrollment figures as reported at the end of the first attendance period and submitted to the S.E.D. (BEDS) in October shall be used for classification for the succeeding year.

The attendance figures used for classification will be obtained annually from the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.

2.
The N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. state wide classification system and guidelines shall be used as a basis for classifying Section 2 schools for sectional competition.

SECTION 2

A.
The schools in Section 2 shall be divided into classes in all sports.  See By-Law #12, Section 2.
B.
A class may be sub-divided or combined with (an) other classes (class).

1.
A Section 2 Sport Committee shall make recommendation(s) for subdivision or combination to the Executive Committee.

2.
Upon approval of the Executive Committee, such recommendation shall be presented to the Athletic Council for adoption.

3.
Recommendations to the Executive Committee for combining or sub-dividing shall be made for:

a.
Fall Sports - no later than four (4) weeks prior to the first Athletic Council meeting of the school year (August).

b.
Winter Sports - no later than four (4) weeks prior to the second Athletic Council meeting of the school year (March).

c
Spring Sports - no later than four (4) weeks prior to the third Athletic Council meeting of the school year (March).

SECTION 3
The Section 2 Classification Committee guidelines provide structure and consistency in classifying non-public schools for post season competition.  Non-public schools do not have specific attendance boundaries.  Therefore, the guidelines serve to classify present non-public Section 2 schools, any new non-public schools that may apply or for those non-public schools requesting classification changes.  As a result of the commissioner’s decision, special act public schools shall be treated as non-public schools for the purpose of classification.

A. The classification placement will be sport specific and reviewed annually

by the Classification Committee.
B. The Classification Committee will meet with school officials and/or 

representatives of those non-public schools prior to any determination of

classification.  League and/or Section 2 Sports Committee’s representatives may present written recommendations to the Section 2 Classification Committee prior to the classification procedure.  The Committee will review and analyze the following information and/or questions in its task of classifying non-public schools:

1. BEDS figures obtained from N. Y. S. P. H. S. A. A.

2. A count of students by district of residence that attend the school.
3. A review of how many of these students participate in athletics.
4. The number of students in grades 9-12 that entered the school from public school.  The percentage of students in grades 9-12 that receive financial aid.  The percentage of students in grades 9-12 that receive financial aid that participate in athletics.
5. The classification of schools within the league the non-public school participates in.
6. A review of recent historical date relative to sports achievement in the present placement.  This should include:
a. League record the last five years.

b. Non-league record the last five years.  This includes any participation in sectional competition.
c. A general statement as to the strength of league and non-league opponents.  A review will take place of the margin of victory.
d. The number of levels of programs offered per sport.  Included in this must be participants per level along with the overall league and non-league records.
C. The Classification Committee shall submit their recommendation to the 

Section 2 Executive Committee no later than twenty (20) days prior to the next regular Athletic Council meeting of the school year.

D. The Executive Committee shall present the proposal and the 

Recommendation to the Athletic Council at the next regular meeting of the school year for action.
SECTION 4
Classification of all private and parochial schools that are Section 2 members shall be reviewed annually by the Classification Committee.

A school being seriously considered for reclassification shall meet with the Classification Committee.

B.
The Classification Committee may recommend that a private/parochial school be moved to a higher or lower class.

C.
The Classification Committee shall present written recommendations for reclassification to the Executive Committee no later than (20) school days before the next Athletic Council meeting of the school year. 

1.
A copy of the recommendation shall be mailed to the school involved at the same time.

D.
The Executive Committee shall submit their recommendations for reclassification, and shall submit the Classification Committee's recommendation for reclassification, to the Athletic Council at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the school year for their action.

E.
Reclassification of a school by the Athletic Council shall be in effect in September of the next school year.

SECTION 5
A private/parochial school may appeal the reclassification by the Athletic Council.

A.
The school shall submit a written appeal to the League in which it competes within ten (10) school days of the action by the Athletic Council.

1.
A copy of the appeal shall be submitted to the Classification and Executive Committees at the same time. 

2.
The Classification Committee shall conduct a hearing with the school and League representatives prior to the end of the school year (June 30) in which the appeal is made.

3.
The Classification Committee shall submit a recommendation to the Executive Committee no later than twenty (20) days prior to the first Athletic Council meeting of the succeeding school year.

a.
Each case shall be presented and considered on its own merit.

The Section 2 Secretary shall, at the third (3rd) regularly scheduled meeting of each school year of the Athletic Council, obtain from the League members nominations for prospective candidates.

The Executive Committee shall meet between the third (3rd) and fourth  (4th) meeting of the Athletic Council to consider new candidates as recipients of Life Passes of persons to receive the Life Passes.

2.
The Executive Committee, at the fourth  (4th) regularly scheduled meeting of the Athletic Council, shall announce the names of persons to receive the Life Passes.

MISCONDUCT AT GAMES

SECTION 1
In order to promote the fundamentals of good sportsmanship, the member schools of Section 2 of the New York State Public High School Athletic Association have adopted the following policy

A.
Each school shall educate its athletes, coaches, parents, and student body as to the accepted standards of good sportsmanship as defined herein.  See Section II of this regulation.

B.
Each school shall prominently display the Code of Behavior for Spectator outlined in Section III.

C.
Each school shall send an adequate number of chaperones with teams playing at neutral or away sites for sectional regional, or state competition for the sports. These persons, who shall be responsible for crowd control, shall report to the site chairperson upon arrival.

D.
Each school shall provide adequate chaperone coverage at home contests.

E.
For boys and girl’s soccer, field hockey, and lacrosse, it is mandated that the players’ benches be placed on the opposite side of the field as the spectators, if site conditions permit.  (Exception:  stadium with bleachers and a protective barrier.)

F.
Players and coaches who are disqualified from a contest for unsportsmanlike behavior are prohibited from playing or coaching in the next regularly scheduled contest.  See Sections IV and V.

G.
Players and coaches who strike or otherwise physically assault an official will be subject to suspension for a greater period of time. See section VI.

H.
Officials organizations shall be made aware of this policy and their assistance solicited in its enforcement.

SECTION 2
Education 


Each member school of Section 2 should educate its staff, coaches, athletes, and students as to the fundamentals of good sportsmanship.


Schools are encouraged to use physical education classes, student assemblies, student council meetings, meetings with parents, and any other means to promote the ideals of proper sportsmanship. The responsibility for education is shared by parents, teachers, administrators, directors of athletics, but the fundamental responsibility for education and enforcement of the principles of good sportsmanship rests with the team coaches.  The coach has direct contact with the athletes and is the one person most ideally suited to impart the basic rules of sportsmanship to his/her team.

A.
Section 2 Sportsmanship Policy For Coaches. 


 All coaches and staff must be made aware of the following sportsmanship policy.  It should be included in any athletic department handbook or coach’s handbook.

1.
Greet and be courteous to opponent's coaches and players.

2.
Know the rules of your sports and teach them to your team.  Respect officials and their decisions.  Demand that your athletes abide by an official's decision without emotional display.

3.
Display concern for the physical well being of your opponent's players as well as your own.

4.
Win with humility; lose with grace; do both with dignity.

5.
Encourage your team to interact with the opponent.  A pre-game or post-game handshake for every Section 2 contest is strongly recommended.

6.
Offer your assistance, and that of your staff and players, to the opponent and officials.

7.
Do not accept unruly behavior from your players, staff, or spectators. Set standards of conduct.

8.
Maintain self-control at all times. Players and spectators tend to follow the coach's example.

SECTION 2


B.
Section 2 Sportsmanship Policy For Athletes


Players at each level of competition shall be made aware of these sportsmanship guidelines.  This policy should be incorporated in all student handbooks and codes of conduct for athletes.

1.
Learn and understand the rules of your sport.  Play hard, play to win, but play fairly within these rules.

2.
Do not allow your temper to distract you from the fundamentals of good sportsmanship.  Maintain self-control.

3.
Respect your opponent.  Never taunt.  Congratulate him or her at game's end.  Acknowledge good play.

4.
Respect the integrity and judgment of officials.  Never question the decision of an official.

5.
Be an example for your school, teammates, and opponents.

C.
Definitions


The following terms included in this regulation are defined and/or clarified:

1.
Unsportsmanlike behavior is an act of misconduct by a player or coach which violates the principles of good sportsmanship. Fighting, responding physically to an altercation, use of profanity, throwing of a helmet, bat, and excessive taunting of an opponent are examples of this kind of behavior.  It is imperative that officials be vigilant and consistent in disqualifying players and coaches for these abuses. 


It is also implicit that athletes or coaches who exhibit such behavior but are not disqualified by an official or in a sport where no official is employed, such as golf or tennis would receive the same penalty as an athlete or coach who was indeed ejected from a contest. 


Unsportsmanlike behavior does not include disqualification for a technicality such as, but not limited to, running out of lane in a track meet, unless such action was a deliberate attempt to impede an opponent.  Ejection for failure to slide at home plate in a baseball game must be evaluated very carefully. This could indeed be an expression of unsportsmanlike behavior or simply an act of misjudgment or ignorance on the part of a player.

SECTION 2


2.
Next regularly scheduled contest: This is the same as the next contest which originally was in the schedule.  NO attempt should be made to insert a non-league contest into a sports schedule after a key player has been disqualified so that that player would not participate in a meaningless game.  This totally violates the intent of this rule and is not permitted.  The ejected player (or coach) must not participate in the next previously scheduled contest.

SECTION 3
Code of Behavior for Spectators


The following Code of Behavior shall be prominently displayed in all school buildings, gymnasiums, and at outdoor facilities where contests are held (Professionally printed signs are available from the Section 2 secretary.)

1.
Spectators are an important part of the games and are encouraged to conform to accepted standards of good sportsmanship and behavior.

2.
Spectators should at all times respect officials, visiting coaches, players, and cheerleaders as guests in the community and extend all courtesies to them.

3.
Enthusiastic cheering for one's own team is encouraged.

4.
Booing, whistling, stamping of the feet, and disrespectful remarks shall be avoided.

5.
There will be no ringing of bells, sounding of horns, or other noise makers at indoor contests during play.  Anyone who does not abide by this rule will be asked to leave the premises.

6.
Pep bands or school bands, under the supervision of school personnel, may play during time outs, between periods, or at half-time.  Bands must coordinate their play so as not to interfere with a cheerleading squad on the floor or field.

7.
The throwing of debris, confetti, or other objects from the stands is prohibited.  Offending individuals will be asked to leave the premises.

(cont'd)

SECTION 3


8.
During a free throw in basketball, all courtesies should be extended.

9.
Spectators should encourage each other to observe courteous behavior.  Improper behavior should be reported to the school authorities.

10.
Spectators will observe the rules of the local school concerning smoking food and drink consumption, littering, and parking procedures.

11.
Spectators will respect and obey all school officials and supervisors at athletic contests.

SECTION 4
Player Ejection Policy:

1. Any member of a squad ruled out of a contest for unsportsmanlike 

Conduct, including taunting, or for a flagrant foul shall not participate in that sport in the next previously scheduled contest with a member school of in NYSPHSAA tournament play.  In individual sports, a multi-day contest is considered to be a contest.  Disqualifications from one season carry over to the next season of participation.

2. Any member of a squad who strikes, shoves, kicks or makes other 

Physical contact with the intent to annoy, harass or intimidate an official, shall be expelled from the game immediately and banned from further participation in all sports for a period of time to be determined by Section 2, not to exceed one year from the date of the offense.  

Note:  Member of the squad includes player, manager, scorekeeper, timer, statistician, etc.


If a player is disqualified from a game, the coach of this player must fill out a disqualification form after the contest. Comments from each coach and the official should be solicited.  Completed form should be given to athletic director of offending school.


(Exhibit A)


Copies of these forms must be submitted to the Section 2 Sportsmanship Chairperson.

Enforcement of this rule is incumbent on the athletic directors and school administrators.  If a disqualified player plays illegally in a contest, that contest is subject to forfeiture pending decision of the sportsmanship committee.
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SECTION 5
Coach Ejection Policy:

1. Any coach excluded by a certified official from an interschool 

competition for unsportsmanlike conduct, including taunting, is ineligible to coach any interschool competition in that sport until after the next previously scheduled contest at the same level (e.g. junior varsity, varsity, etc.) has been completed.  In individual sports, a multi-day contest is considered to be a contest.  Disqualifications from one season carry over to the next season of participation.  The coach may not be present at the game site.

Note:  “Not being physically present at the site means the disqualified coach is not to be present in the locker room, on the sidelines, in the stands or site area before, during or after the game/meet.

2. A coach who strikes, shoves, kicks or makes other physical contact with

The intent to annoy, harass or intimidate another person (e.g. official, another coach, player, fan, etc.) shall be expelled from the game immediately and banned from further participation or coaching in all sports for a period of time to be determined by Section 2, not to exceed one year from the date of the offense.

Responsibility for Enforcement:


The athletic director of the offending school is responsible for enforcement of this regulation.


If a coach is disqualified from a game, the athletic director shall file a report with the Section 2 Sportsmanship Chairperson.

Enforcement of this rule is incumbent on the Athletic Directors and school administrators.  If a disqualified person coaches illegally in a contest, that contest is subject to forfeiture pending decision of the Sportsmanship Committee.
SECTION 6
Physical Confrontation with Official


In no case shall a player or coach strike, bump, or otherwise physically intimidate an official, including before, during, and after a contest.  A written report of any such incident must be sent within forty-eight (48) hours to the chairman of the Section 2 Sportsmanship Committee, by the official or the official's representative.  The official shall also send a copy of this report to the director of athletics of the offending school.
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The offending school shall file a written report with the Section 2 Sportsmanship Committee within forty-eight (48) hours of receipt of official's notification.


A hearing shall be conducted as soon as possible by the Executive Committee with all parties, or representatives present.  Decisions of the Sportsmanship Committee shall be final. 


Each case will be reviewed separately and the following penalties may be assessed:

1.
Multiple game suspension

2.
Season suspension

3.
Suspension from playing or coaching any sport for one calendar year.


The official would retain the right to initiate legal action against the offending player or coach.

SECTION 7
Appeal Procedure


If, upon consultation with the coach, the athletic director feels that the athlete or coach was ejected unfairly or that there were extenuating circumstances, then the appeal procedure may be initiated by the principal of the offending school.  The disqualification report shall be sent to the Chairperson of the Sportsmanship Committee within forty-eight (48) hours of the incident involving player or coach ejection from a contest.  Telephone contact may initiate the appeal followed by the written report.  Comments from the officials from the opposing coach and official (s) shall be included on the disqualification report.  Only appeals from the principal of the involved school will be heard.


A decision by the Sportsmanship Committee will be made within forty-eight (48) hours of the appeal if at all possible.  The off ending player or coach may continue to play or coach during the appeal process. Decisions of the Sportsmanship Committee are final, subject to the rules of the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.


The intent of the rule is to penalize acts of unsportsmanlike conduct.  We, as educators, should not be looking for ways to circumvent the ideals of this rule.  Therefore, appeals of disqualifications for unsportsmanlike behavior will not be considered unless there are extreme extenuating circumstances.  "The other kid punched, our kid first" shall NOT be considered as a basis for appeal.
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SPORTSMANSHIP POLICY CLARIFICATION’S


Several questions have been raised concerning disqualification in certain sports.  Upon consultation with the committee, officials' organizations, and with Section 3 (which has a similar policy), the following clarification’s are presented for your information:

1.
Field Hockey: 


A yellow card for high sticking (unsafe but not necessarily unsportsmanlike) should be treated as ejection for failure to slide into home in baseball.  Although it is very difficult to determine intent, we do not want to punish a player for lack of skill or inexperience.  If the player receives two (2) yellow cards (or a red card) for this type of action, the coach should request the official to record the fact that the action was not unsportsmanlike, if that indeed were the case.  This written documentation can be used as the basis of an appeal.

2.
Volleyball:


According to volleyball rules, a player can be expelled from a single game of a multiple game contest and then return for the next game of the contest.  Two such expulsions (two red cards) result in the player's disqualification from the contest.  Any severe unsportsmanlike act could disqualify a player from the match.  Therefore, if a player is expelled from a match (not) a single game then that player would be considered in violation of the section policy and would not be allowed to participate in the next contest.

3.
Football:


A coach receives a 15 yard unsportsmanlike penalty for team coming out late to start second half followed by another penalty for a player failing to be properly equipped (he removed his hip pads at half time).  Coach is removed from sideline for two unsportsmanlike penalties, which were really for rules infractions.  The interpretation of the committee is that this coach would not be prohibited from coaching the next contest.  This should also be documented by the official. 
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4.
Wrestling:


A tournament is considered a contest.  A wrestler or coach disqualified from a tournament because of unsportsmanlike conduct shall not wrestle or coach in the next contest.


Triangular or quadrangular meets are separate contests and would be penalized accordingly. Flagrant misconduct, or unsportsmanlike behavior, which results in disqualification of the contestant or the deduction of (2) team points at the conclusion of a match, will be considered disqualification.


A slam will not be considered an unsportsmanlike act unless, in the opinion of the official, there was a deliberate attempt to injure an opponent.

5.
Basketball:


If a player or coach receives three technical fouls for unsportsmanlike conduct, the player is disqualified from further participation in the contest.  We are not concerned with technical fouls for rule infractions such as failure to report, wrong number in the scorebook, etc.  Any flagrant technical for unsportsmanlike behavior shall be treated as disqualification of that player or coach.


NOTE:
The Basketball Rule Book indicates that bench technical fouls' are charged to the offender and the head coach.  If an assistant coach, manager, scorer, or substitute player is charged with these fouls, then that person will be subject to the Section 2 penalty, not the head coach, unless he or she is the one who is disqualified.

6.
Baseball:


The primary rule violation, which may cause any misunderstanding, is the so-called sliding rule.  Based on a conversation with the State Rules Interpreter for baseball, an umpire will eject a player for failure to slide only if it is deemed a malicious attempt on the player's part.  Therefore ejection for failure to slide will be considered a violation of the sportsmanship policy.  This does include a player ejected after throwing his helmet after striking out or being called out on a close play at second base.  A player ejected in this case would certainly be subject to the penalty.

RULES AND REGULATIONS #10
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7.
Softball:


Disqualification/Ejection for Unsportsmanship conduct:


In ASA rules:  the runner is not declared out unless the fielder has the ball and the runner remains upright and crashes into the fielder.  The automatic ejection of the runner is not mandatory, but the runner is ejected if the umpire judges the runner flagrantly crashed into the fielder.


Any runner who deliberately removes her helmet during a live ball is declared out.  A player who fails to wear a helmet when directed to do so is removed from the game.  Umpires should use discretion as to the intent of the rule concerning safety.  That means the umpire should only call the runner out when her safety is compromised, i.e., the runner removes her helmet during live ball playing action when removing her helmet exposes her to possible injury.  Examples of when a runner should not be called our include:

1. The batter hits a two base hit and with the ball alive but no apparent

playing action imminent, the runner removes her helmet to adjust her hair and helmet.

2. With the bases loaded, the batter receives a base on balls.  While 

jogging home, with no apparent playing action imminent, the runner from third removes her helmet before touching the plate.

3. The batter hits an over-the-fence home run and she or another runner

removes her helmet while circling the bases.  Because no apparent

play is imminent (and the ball is dead), the batter or runner is not out.


Any player who deliberately throws a helmet or bat or behaves in an unsporting





manner will be ejected from the game.  This is a flagrant act of unsportsmanlike 





behavior and the player will be suspended for a game according to the

                                                         sportsmanship policy.

8.
Lacrosse


Based on conversation with the president of the lacrosse officials, the NCAA rulebook covers ejection for unsportsmanlike conduct and there should be no conflict with the section policy.
9.
Track & Field:


Disqualification for technicality such as running out of a lane should not be considered as an unsportsmanlike act unless it is a deliberate attempt by a runner to impede or injure another contestant.  Officials should make this clear when a runner is DQ'd.


It is the intent of the Sportsmanship Policy to penalize acts of unsportsmanlike conduct not technical rule violations, which may call for an "unsportsmanlike conduct" penalty in the rulebook.


We ask that coaches emphasize to their players that unsportsmanlike behavior will not be tolerated before, during, or after a contest.  Insist that your players treat opponents and officials with respect and as coaches, you do the same.

SECTION 1
Radio

A.
Radio companies may broadcast Sectional and Intersectional athletic events, tournaments, and contests held in Section 2.

B.
Request to broadcast the Section 2 activity shall be made by the radio company no less than five (5) school days prior to the event to the Sport Coordinator of that sport.

C.
The site chairperson of the school at which the Sectional event is held shall determine if adequate facilities exist to permit the radio company to broadcast.

D.
Radio companies shall be charged a fee established by the Section 2 Executive Committee.  (See General Provisions)

E.
Incidental radio coverage shall be permitted without charge.

SECTION 2
Television
A.
Television stations shall be permitted to televise sectional contests held in Section 2 with the approval of the Executive Committee and Sport Coordinator.

B.
The Executive Committee shall:

1.
Establish the fee.  (See General Provisions)

2.
Determine the logistics relative to the place of the sectional activity.

3.
Establish the guidelines for soliciting sponsorships.

4.
Assess the effect upon the gate receipts.

5.
Determine the number of contests and what contests shall be televised.

C.
The Executive Committee shall have the right to terminate the privilege granted to any television station.

D.
The television station shall review with the Executive Committee the plans for televising the sectional activity.

E.
Incidental television coverage shall be permitted without charge.  “Incidental coverage” shall include segments for news coverage and similar short segments of television reports.
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 SECTION 3
General Provisions

1. Telecasting of any NYSPHSAA – Section 2 sponsored contest is prohibited without prior

consent of Section 2.

2. This agreement is contingent upon the contracting entity complying with all Federal, State 

and Local Laws and Regulations concerning the televising of such events.  The contracting entity agrees to indemnify, defend and save harmless Section 2 from any and all claims, demands, liability, suits and proceedings arising out of permission granted in this agreement or any connected activities.

3. All expenses and costs of televising such events shall be the sole responsibility of the 

contracting entity and the contracting entity agrees to pay such costs and expenses and to hold harmless Section 2 for any such expenses involving the telecast for which claim or suit may be brought against the Section 2.

It is the responsibility of  Section 2 to organize and control the athletic activities to be televised and it is solely the responsibility of the contracting entity to make all arrangements for the facilities, personnel and any other arrangements which need to be made in order to allow for televising of the event.

4. The contracting entity agrees that the advertising of, and announcements relative to 

alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, or political candidates, parties or organizations are strictly prohibited.  The contracting entity further agrees not to use without the prior written permission of Section 2, the name of Section 2 or the abbreviation NYSPHSAA – Section 2 in any of its advertising and specifically agrees not to, either expressly or implied, indicate that Section 2 is endorsing any other product or entity advertised by the contracting entity.

The contracting entity agrees to use the Section 2 logo in all scoring and statistical graphics.  Such logo may only be obtained through the Section 2 office.

5. The contracting entity agrees to recognize championship contests as “The New York State

Public High School Athletic Association – Section 2 (indicate name of sport) Championships.”

6. The contracting entity agrees to include early in the broadcast the following statement:

“The rights to the broadcast have been granted by the New York State Public High School Athletic Association – Section 2 representing over 90 secondary schools in the Greater Capital District Region of the State of New York and the boys and girls who participate annually in New York State Public High School Athletic Association, Inc. – Section 2 sponsored athletic competition.  Any rebroadcast or republication of the programming without the written consent of Section 2 is strictly prohibited.”

7. The contracting entity agrees that the purpose of televising of the event is to provide 

entertainment involving the sporting event itself and the contracting entity agrees to make every effort not to give needless exposure to activities such as fighting, crowd reactions, and officials’ calls when such might detract from the observance of the event itself.

8. Payment in full of the established fee, as set forth in the published fee chart, shall be 

required at least 72 hours prior to the start of televising each contracted contest.

9. Section 2 retains the right to grant coverage of this event to other entities.  This

agreement provides for the authority of the contracting entity to televise such event, but in no way, 

is exclusive and other contracting entities may also be granted such authority.  The contracting

entity shall not assign any of its rights or its obligations under this agreement without the written consent of the Association.
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10. The contracting entity agrees to provide, not later than seven (7) days after completion of the

event, a ½ inch VHS tape or DVD of the event to the Section 2 office, 234 Glen Street, Glens Falls, N. Y. 12801.

The contracting entity also agrees that Section 2 shall own the copyright in all broadcasts (live or 

delayed) pursuant to this agreement.  Notice of Section 2 copyright shall be included as
part of every Section 2 sports event telecast made pursuant to this agreement.  The notice shall 

consist of the copyright symbol or the word “Copyright”, followed by the year that the event is first telecast and the name “New York State Public High School Athletic Association, Inc. – Section 2” and shall appear in the opening and closing credits.

11. Attached hereto are the rules and regulations with respect to televising such event and, the 

contracting entity agrees to abide by all of these such rules and regulations. 

Section 4
Radio and Television Broadcast Agreement

Section 2 Broadcast Philosophy
Section 2 sponsors over 20 tournaments involving student athletes in the Greater Capital District Region of New York State.  Section 2 strongly believes that these events foster opportunities for developing school and community spirit and support.  Section 2 feels that the televising of their activities is not absolutely essential to furthering these goals.  However, Section 2 does not wish to exclude coverage of those activities from contracting entities that feel that such broadcast would be in the best interest of their communities.   The terms of this agreement have been developed to provide the parameters within which interested contracting entities may broadcast an association event.

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Eligibility Standard No. 3

SECTION 1
Individual Competitors


Bona Fide individual students of a member school of Section 2 shall be eligible to enter Section 2 championship competition (Sectionals) as an individual competitor and may qualify for the intersectional team in that sport. 


Individual entries shall observe all eligibility and sports standards as found in the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A. Inc. Handbook, the Rules and Regulations of Section 2, and the guidelines found in the Sports Manual.

A.
Room or American Plan


Cost of room is reimbursable.  It is suggested, whenever possible, that individual share double room accommodations with another person.

B.
Meals


Cost of meals plus gratuity is reimbursable.  (Receipt required)

Note:
When conference luncheon and/or dinner are attended, cost of same will be allowed even if above established rate.  (Receipt required).

C.
Registration for Conference. 


Full Amount (Receipt required).

D.
Parking, Tolls, Thruway, Bridges, etc.


Full Amount  (Receipt required).

E.
Mileage


The rate of reimbursement for mileage for persons on official Section business will be the same as the rate allowed by the IRS that is in effect at the June meeting for the following year.

1.
Section 2 will NOT be responsible for damage or malfunction of an individual's car while being used for official Section 2 business.

F.
Transportation


Other means of transportation (bus, train, plane) may be approved by Executive Committee.  Reimbursement rates and/or amounts shall be determined prior to trip.

G.
All expenses submitted for payment to the Section 2 Treasurer shall be itemized for payment.

H.
Section 2 is a tax-exempt organization.

1.
Exemption certificates are available for the Section 2 Treasurer.
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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR ATHLETES TC  "CODE OF CONDUCT FOR ATHLETES" \l 1 
SECTION 1
The following Code of Conduct for Athletes shall be reproduced in its entirety by Section 2 Sports Coordinators and distributed to all athletes who will represent Section 2 in Regional and Intersectional competition.

A.
Code Of Conduct For Athletes

1.
There will be no use of any form of alcoholic beverage.

2.
There will be no smoking.

3.
There will be no use of drugs in any form unless prescribed by a physician.

4.
All curfews and bed checks will be adhered to as set up by the supervisor or coach in charge.

5.
Athletes are responsible for their conduct in regard to public property such as hotel rooms, transportation vehicles, fields and courts, locker rooms, etc.  Athletes or teams may be held financially responsible for any damage they may be accountable for.


Hotel rooms will be inspected by the supervisor prior to the nights stay, and again before checkout.  Any damage will be the responsibility of the occupants.

6.
Athletes must use transportation authorized by Section 2.

7.
Athletes will not ride in privately owned vehicles while on a trip other than what is authorized by Section 2 or driven by the parent. 

8.
There will be no gambling of any kind.

9.
Members of teams must attend scheduled meetings and practices as scheduled by the coach or supervisor.

10.
Athletes are financially responsible for any uniform or equipment issued to them.

SECTION 1

B.
General Guidelines

1.
Athletes should stay in groups when traveling or sightseeing DO NOT TRAVEL ALONE or leave the group.

2.
Athletes should make sure the supervisor knows where they are who is with them, and when they will return, when leaving the general area of the contest.

3.
Dress for all trips should be neat, clean, and socially acceptable.


Athletes are representing Section 2 as well as your own school district, all actions reflect on these institutions.

C.
If an athlete violates an established rule, the coach or supervisor in charge has the responsibility for disciplining the athletes using the following guidelines:

1.
If the violation is prior to the contest or event, the athlete will not be allowed to participate in the contest or further contests.  Section 2 and home school will be given a full written report.

2.
If the violation is after the contest of event, the home school will be notified and a recommendation from Section 2 for disciplinary action will be given.


NOTE:
If a situation becomes untenable the parents and school will be notified immediately and arrangements will be made to transport the athlete home, at Section 2 expense, and in custody of a Section 2 representative.  If proper action is not taken by the home school sanctions may be imposed by Section 2 against the athlete or school district .

COACH'S RESPONSIBILITY TC  "COACH'S RESPONSIBILITY" \l 1 
SECTION 1


E.
Coaches who are responsible for the conduct of student-athletes representing Section 2 in Regional and State Competition shall:

1.
Enforce Code of Conduct for athletes, discipline violators on the spot, report problems to supervisors and write written reports to Section 2 and home school district.

2.
Set curfews and bed checks and implement them.

3.
Generally be responsible for athletes from departure point of trip until trip is completed and you are sure all athletes have transportation to their homes.

4.
Inspect and check rooms of hotel with occupants of each room prior to the nights stay and room check and inspection of each hotel room after nights stay.  Any damage will be the responsibility of the occupants of the room.

5.
Be responsible for making proper eating arrangements for athletes.

6.
Supervise Athletes.  Coaches are responsible for their team and charges.  All athletes will be actively supervised at all times This includes hotels, locker rooms, transportation, and free time activities.

7.
Shall use and supervise ride transportation provided by Section 2.

8.
Make sure that all parent signature slips are in and you know who to call in case of emergency.

9.
Notify proper authorities in cases of serious injuries.

10.
Make decisions on unforeseen problems and/or emergencies.

a. 
If an athlete has to be transported to a hospital in an ambulance, if at all possible have a representative of Section 2 ride with them, or at least be at the hospital when the ambulance arrives.

11.
Plan or seek, from site chairman or event chairman, a recommended directory of free time activity opportunities.

12.
Know where the athletes are at all times.


Note:
Each coach and supervisor must realize the important role they play in the success of the Code of Conduct.  This success is directly related to the coaches' maturity, sense of responsibility, diligence in supervision, and effective in enforcement.

Written reports of all incidents are to be sent to the Section 2 President and to the athlete's school Principal.

SECTION 1
Each Section 2 Sports Coordinator shall utilize the Standard Letter of Intent form to survey the schools in the Section 2 regarding their participation in Sectional Activities.  See Attached Copy or contact Section 2 Secretary for copy.


THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURE REGARDING LETTERS OF INTENT FOR SECTIONAL COMPETITION WAS APPROVED BY THE SECTION 2 ATHLETIC COUNCIL ON JUNE 8, 1988, AND WENT INTO EFFECT ON JULY 1, 1988.

A.
Letter of Intent

1.
Shall be a standard letter for all sports.

2.
The standard Letter of Intent shall be included annually in the Section 2 Directory.  It shall be the responsibility of each school's athletic director to make copies of this form and send to the appropriate sport chairpersons by the designated due dates.  A list of all sports chairpersons addresses, and due dates of each sport shall be included in their directory.

3.
It will be required that all schools send the Letter of Intent by the required due date in order to be eligible to participate in the sectional tournament.

4.
The required due date for each sport should be no earlier than three (3) weeks prior to the beginning of the sectionals in that sport.  The sports chairperson shall set the due date.  A five-day grace period should be built in for follow-up by league sports chairpersons.

5.
A school which has submitted a Letter of Intent may choose to withdraw from the sectional tournament.

a.
For sports for which pairings are established upon notification of the sports chairperson or league representative by the principal or athletic director prior to the seeding meeting for that sport.

b.
For sports for which no parings are established upon notification of the sports chairperson or league representative by the principal or athletic director at least 48 hours prior to the start of sectional competition in that sport.

SECTION 1


6.
If a school attempts to withdraw from the sectional tournament subsequent to these deadlines, the sports chair person or his representative shall notify the principal of the offending school and warn of probable sanction.

7.
Penalties for withdrawal from a tournament subsequent to the seeding meeting or 48 hour deadline, unless extreme extenuating circumstances can be demonstrated such as team training rule violations, team sickness, act of God, or other emergency: 

a.
First offense in a sport:  $250 fine levied against school payable to Section 2.

b.
Second offense in a sport or failure to pay fine:


Ineligible to participate in the sectionals for that sport for the following year.

B.
Intent to Continue in the Tournament.

1.
Any school that commits itself to the Sectional Tournament implies that it will continue in the tournament until the school is eliminated, this includes the Regionals and State Tournaments CONCLUSION.

2.
Failure to abide by the above will result in that school forfeiting its right to participate in the Section 2 Tournament in that activity for the following year AND a $250.00 fine payable to Section 2.

SECTION 1
Enforcement


Upon the recommendation of the sports chairperson, the President of Section 2 shall notify the officials of the offending school of the sanctions imposed in accordance with these regulations.


Board of Inquiry. 


Any school wishing to question any penalties assessed according to these regulations should address a letter to the president of Section 2.  A board of inquiry will be appointed by the president consisting of:

1.
The Section 2 President. 

2.
Sport Chairperson involved.

3.
League president of the school involved (unless connected with the protesting school, then alternate should be appointed).

4.
Two at large members from the Athletic Council. The Board of Inquiry may uphold the penalty as assessed or overturn the penalty. The ruling of the Board of Inquiry may be appealed to the Section 2 Athletic Council and may be reversed by a two-thirds vote of the Council

SECTION 1
Each school in Section 2 must notify the President of their league and the Section 2 Mixed Competition Committee Chairperson whenever a boy participates on a girl’s interscholastic team or a girl participates on a boy’s interscholastic team.  Notification must be prior to such student's first contest in the sport.  Failure to so notify the President of the League and the Chairperson will cause such student to be ineligible to participate in the sport.  There are no co-ed sports sanctioned by the N.Y.S.P.H.S.A.A.  In Section 2 the following sports are involved:

SECTION 2


A.
In the sports of baseball, basketball, field hockey, football, ice hockey, lacrosse, soccer, softball, volleyball where the height of the net is set less than eight feet, and wrestling, the fitness of a given student to participate in mixed competition shall be determined by a review panel consisting of the school physician, a physical education teacher designated by the principal of the school, and if requested by the parents of the pupil a physician selected by such parents. Such panel shall make its determination by majority vote of the members, and in accordance with the standards and criteria issued by the Education Department.

B.
The form, Individual Athletic Profile for Mixed Competition, must be completed on each athlete.

SECTION 3
Where a school provides separation competition for male and female pupils in interschool athletic competition in a specific sport, the Superintendent of Schools may permit a female or females to participate on a team organized for males, however, where separate competition is provided males may not participate on teams organized for females.  An Individual Athletic Profile for Mixed Competition form must be completed on each athlete.

SECTION 4
Where a school does not provide separate competition for male and female pupils in interschool athletic competition in a specific sport, no student shall be excluded from such competition solely by reason of sex. However, in such a situation, the superintendent of schools or the section may decline to permit a male or males to participate on a team organized for females upon a finding that such participation would have a significant adverse effect upon the opportunity of females to participate successfully in interschool competition in that sport.  An Individual Athletic Profile for Mixed Competition form must be completed on each athlete.

SECTION 5
Appeals


A challenge to a male competing on a female team or a female competing on a male team is made by submitting an appeal to the President of Section 2. In order to initiate the appeal procedure, the league President will provide written notice to the President of Section 2, which notice must include: 

1.
The league's desire to initiate an appeal.

2.
The vote of the league to appeal. 

3.
The summary of evidence on which the league is basing the appeal. 


Within ten (10) days after receipt of such notice, the Section 2 Mixed Competition Committee will conduct a hearing with the following invited to attend:

1.
League President and league representative of particular sport involved.

2.
Superintendent, Principal, Athletic Director, and Coach of school on whose team the athlete/athletes are participating.

3.
Parents of student or students whose eligibility is being questioned. 


Such individuals shall receive at least 48 hour notice of the hearing.  At the hearing, all of those invited will be allowed to present any and all evidence and information supporting their respective positions.  Each participant will have an opportunity to question any individual who presents evidence or information to the committee. 


Within ten (10) days of the close of the hearing, the Section 2 Mixed Competition Committee will render its decision, in writing, to all parties.  Such decision will be binding on the parties subject to an appeal to the Commissioner of Education.
