FACILITY:   8 lane 25 yard pool.  Automatic timing system.  Cool down pool.

ENTRY DEADLINE:  All entries must be submitted to John Coombs by midnight, Saturday, October 30th .  Last chance meet at Ballston Spa on Saturday, October 30th.  Window for entering opens on Thursday, October 28th.  (REMEMBER TO GET NYS RANKINGS ENTRIES TO JOHN COOMBS BY: DECEMBER 11, 2010)
NUMBER OF EVENTS:  Each team shall be permitted a maximum of 4 entries in an individual event and one team in a relay event.  A competitor shall be permitted to enter a maximum of 4 events, no more than 2 individual events.   In relay events, a team must enter names. These names will remain confidential and not released to other teams - only the school name will be released.  The computer must have the 4 names to enter a school. Coaches may enter 4 totally different names when reporting to the block prior to the event with the entry card.  The 4 names on the entry card can be anyone on the team as long as the competitors do not exceed the permitted entries for the meet.

METHOD OF ENTRY:    All entries will be done through John Coombs.  Each competitor must be listed in the computer with a qualifying time achieved during the season.  Coaches need to input USA #s for Competitors needing them listed before entries are submitted.   

RULES:  The Meet will be run under National Federation Rules.

DIVISIONS:  The Meet will be conducted in 2 separate Divisions.

SUPERVISION:   Coaches and/or Official School Personnel as approved by the School’s Board of Education will be responsible for their students at all times.

DIVING:     Qualifying standard:   Divers must have a minimum of 150 points scored at a 6 dive format meet or have scored a minimum of 275 points in an 11 dive competition.   Divers must have successfully competed in one 11 Championship dive formatted meet during the fall 2010 season.
