2. Lach team must compete on an interscholastic and varsity level, and must
complete a minimum 6 game season.

3. #ny school wishing to JUMP UP A CLASSIFICATION LEVEL for sectional
competition, must notify the Secretary of Section 2 and M. Bump by the
first day of the sport season. The written letter must be signed by the
following individuals: Chief School Officer, Principal, Athletic Director.

4. Sixctional Seeding will be based on the following criteria:

A. League Games completed by Saturday , 10/24

B. League records must be given to your league rep. By 10/24

C. Classifications will be A,B.CC,C. (A Class CC/C Playoff game will decide the

one team to advance toward Regional Play, effective 8/02)

D. General Formula used for seeding purposes:;
Games won X 3 divided by Games played.
If ties are involved: Games won X 3 + ties divided by games played.

E. Brackets 1-8 will be selected and seeded using the above method.
The Committee reserves the right to use discretionary seeding
When deemed necessary.

F. Inthe event more than 8 teams are selected, additional preliminary
rounds will be played on 10/26.. Teams below 1.2 according to the
formula may be added to the tournament at committee discretion.

8. If a selected prelim or first round field is non-regulation or unplayable for the
tournament, the game will be held at the cpponents site. If a semifinal
field is non-regulation or unplayable for the tournament, the game will be held
at a neutral site.
***When determining your field for play, please be reminded decisions must
be made for both teams involved. Safety is the supreme concern. If you must forfeit a
home field for the sake of safety and fairness to both teams, don’t hesitate.
***Your field should be prepared for a regulation game 1 hour prior to game time,

-Rolling substitution permitted
-Each team is permitted 1 time out during OT
-Defensive corners will allow only 4 players on the end line,
the goalie + 3. All remaining defensive players must be at the 50 until the
corner begins,

2. 1 a tie still exists after the first OT another 10 min. 7v7 sudden victory period
Will begin.
~-A coaching intermission of § min. or less is allowed.
-Each team is permitted one timeout. They may not be carried over from
first OT.
-Defense on corners is limited to 4.
-If a player receives a yellow card during the last 4;59 of OT ,
they will not be permitted in the first set of strokes.

It is expected that off field players and coaches will not entex the field of play until the official
has s.gnaled the end of Overtime or Game. Failure to comply will be treated as misconduct.
