PROCEDURE FOR ENTERING SECTIONALS

1.
Letter of Intent must be filed by Friday, May 8, 2009.

2.
Sectional competition will be determined by your school's classification. The top eight (8) schools from each class will qualify. May 25, 2009 is the cutoff date for team records for qualifying for sectionals (any games played after this date will not be considered for seeding).

3.
Any school wishing to JUMP IN CLASSIFICATION for sectionals must notify the secretary of Section 2 prior to March 2, 2009. This is a one‑year commitment. The written letter must be signed by the following individuals: Chief School Officer, Principal and the Athletic Director.

4.
The Section 2 Softball Committee reserves the right to use its discretion during the selection process for sectionals. Any team with a league record below 500 may submit a "Letter of Petition". to their League Representative prior to the seeding meeting. This letter must be signed by the Athletic Director of the school.   This letter should show support the team’s request for consideration with actual game summaries and information not just subjective opinions of the coach.

The following criteria for the selection process has been developed by the committee:

a.  All seeds will be at the discretion of the committee and the final seeding placement will be approved by vote of the committee.

b.  The point system will be used as a general guideline and reference for the committee.

c.  League records and strength of schedule will be given first consideration for seeding.

d.  Non‑league records will be considered if the committee deems necessary to determine seed.

e.  If a tie exists then head‑to‑head competition will be used.

f.  If a tie still exists, then a roll call vote of the league representatives will be taken.

g.  All schools are encouraged to play non‑league games, but will not be penalized if unable to do so.

NOTE:
In the event that more that eight (8) teams are selected by the committee, additional preliminary round games will be played. Preliminary round games will be played on Wednesday May 27, 2009. ( at  a neutral site )

5.
The seeding meeting will be held on Tuesday, May 26, 2009. The committee will meet with all team records (league and non‑league) to determine which teams will qualify for sectionals.

6.
Eligibility ‑ each team must be on a varsity and interscholastic level and have played a minimum of eight games.

POINT SYSTEM

1. Points accrued shall terminate the day before the seeding meeting.

2. Each team must play a minimum of eight games.

3. The following point evaluation scale will determine a teams total points:

For example if you beat a team with a won/loss percentage less than 34%, you will receive 40 points. If you lose to a team with a won/loss percentage greater than 66% you will receive 30 points. Thus, for each league. game you receive from 20 to 50 points, depending upon the won/loss record of the team you played.

4. In addition to the above basic points, bonus points are awarded on the following basis:


a.For a win over a team in one higher classification, 5 points are added.


b. Likewise, two classes……….10 points added.

5. Outright league champs will automatically qualify for sectional play.

6. A team's point rating will be determined by dividing the number of points earned by the number of

games played.

7. If there is a tie:

a.If the teams which are tied have played each other, the loser will be eliminated.

b.If a tie still exists, or if there are more than two teams which are tied, the team playing the greatest number of teams greater than 66% will be selected or seeded higher.

c.If the tie still exists, total the sum of the tied teams opponent's wins and losses. The team whose opponents has the highest winning percentage will be selected. For example:

2.  RULES
· Play will be under ASA Rules for fast pitch. 4 ½  ‑ 5 innings constitutes a legal game.

· Bench area restricted to individuals listed on roster.

3.  HOME TEAM DESIGNATION

· Higher seeded team will be the home team and have the 3rd base dugout  through the semi-finals.

· Coin flip will determine the home team for Finals. The higher seeded team will call the flip. Losing team has choice of dugout. 

4.  PRE‑GAME PREPARATION

· Dress at home.

· Arrive at site NO more than one hour prior to game time. 
· Bring a scorer, tape measure, and official balls.

· Each team will be given 15 minutes for infield practice.

· Game balls may be white with white stitches or yellow with red or white stitches.

· Game balls will be supplied for the finals by the Softball Committee

7.  POSTPONEMENT

· Site chairperson should notify teams involved at least two hours in advance of game if inclement weather forces postponement if possible.

· Site chairperson will also notify coordinator.

8.  ADVANCEMENT

· Class AA, A, B, and D champions will enter regional play.

· The class C entrant will be the winner of the CC/C playoff.

· Team Awards (for each class)

· Championship Plague

· Runner‑up Plague

· Individual Awards (for each class)

· White Patch (limit of 18 per team) for champion

· Maroon Patch (limit of 18 per team) for runner‑up

12.  CONDUCT

· Coaches are asked to impress upon their players the need to conduct themselves in all instances with dignity, courtesy, and respect. A good athlete is a good sport.

13.  SITE SUPERVISION / TICKET SALES

· Assignment of these responsibilities at multi‑field sites will be by League. The representative of each League on the Section 2 Committee will have the Responsibility of obtaining sufficient personnel to complete the assigned task. Each coach in each League should be prepared to work (voluntarily) on at least one occasion.

· In addition, all schools participating in sectional contests must have a supervisor assigned to assist with crowd control. The supervisor should introduce him/herself to the site chair prior to the start of the contest and be available to assist if a problem arises. (Sec 2 Athletic Council Meeting Minutes ‑ 12/4/91).

14.  T‑SHIRTS

· In an effort to increase revenue. will have a "Section 2 Softball Championships" T‑shirt sale this year. The T‑shirts will be on sale at various sites during the Tournament.

15.  ADMISSION

· Admission is charged for all Section 2 contests.

· Pre‑lims and quarter‑finals will be $3.00 and finals will be $6.00,

· There is no student , senior citizen discount, or family rate.

· Coaches please communicate this to your players, families and spectators.

· PASS LIST must be faxed to the coordinator by 10:00 am  prior to your game. Only the section 2 pass list will be accepted. Coaches should bring 3 copies of the list with them to the contest.

Section 2 admission prices are set by the section for all sectional games

Where your admission money goes to

1.  Officials – these fees are set by contract.  Officials fees account for approximately 66% of all expenses.

2.  Facility rental – we must pay a rental fee on all sites as well as a fee for ground keepers.

3.  Section 2 also covers the cost of transportation, meals and lodging for all teams going on to regionals or states.

16. BUS PARKING 

 Clifton Commons-

All buses must park in the designated bus area near the ice hockey rink. No buses are to park in the parking areas adjacent to the playing fields.

Colonie- drop players off at the upper parking lot and busses should then park in the soccer parking lot near the pavilion to the left of the fields.

Adirondack Sports Complex-  busses will drop off players at the direction of the site person and then park in the upper lot on the right as you enter the complex.

NYSPHSAA THUNDER & LIGHTNING POLICY

1. Thunder and lightning necessitates that contest be suspended.  The occurrence of thunder and/or lightning is not subject to interpretation or discussion – thunder is thunder and lighting is lightning.
*  With your site administrator, set up a plan for shelter prior to the start of any contest

2. When thunder is heard and/or when lightning is seen, the following procedures should be adhered to:

a. Suspend play and direct participants to go to shelter, a building normally occupied by the public or if a building is unavailable, participants should go inside a vehicle with a solid metal top (e.g. bus, van, car).

b. Do not permit people to stand under or near a tree; and have all stay away from poles, antennas, towers and underground watering systems

c. After thunder and/or lightning have left the area, MUST WAIT 30 minutes after the last boom is heard or strike is seen before resuming play or competition

SECTION 2 SPORTSMANSHIP POLICY

The Section 2 Softball Committee, in an effort to promote good sportsmanship and fair play, has instituted the following sportsmanship policy.

Bench cheering will only be allowed if it is done in a positive manner and is directed toward members of their own team.

Derogatory cheering and /or jeering will not be accepted when directed toward members of the opposing team. A warning from the umpire may be warranted. Non‑compliance may warrant further action taken by the officials.

Cheering during an opponent's infield warm‑up is prohibited. This poses a safety hazard for the players, if instructions from the coach can not be heard an injury may occur.

Any cheers that are directed toward the pitcher during her delivery will not be tolerated.

The members of the Section 2 Softball Committee, understand that cheering is an important part of any contest. However, the intent to encourage one's team, not demoralize, intimidate or distract the opposing team.

It is hoped that compliance of the recommendations will promote good sportsmanship by the players, coaches and spectators. We asking that all schools abide by these guidelines to enhance the overall enjoyment of the game

SECTION 2 PROTEST PROCEDURE

Only decisions involving misinterpretations and misapplication of a rule may be protested, 

NO PROTEST IS ALLOWED IN MATTERS INVOLVING SOLELY THE OFFICIALS JUDGMENT.

In the event of a protest at a Sectional game, the following procedure will be followed:

1. The protest must be announced to the plate umpire immediately after the situation occurs and before play is resumed.

2. A Protest Committee will be present at each site in the event a coach files a  protest with the umpires.  The Committee shall be comprised of a minimum of three(3) individuals, two (2) of whom will be members of the Section Two Softball Committee. The third member will be a qualified person who will be selected by the Site Chairperson.  The Section 2 Softball Coordinator will also be notified concerning the protest.

3.The Protest Committee must decide if the protest will be upheld or denied and the proper corrections will be made if necessary and the game will be resumed.

4.There  will be NO APPEAL the decision of the Committee is FINAL.

Criteria For Protests

Section 1: PROTESTS SHALL NOT BE RECEIVED OR CONSIDERED IF THEY ARE BASED SOLELY ON A DECISION INVOLVING THE ACCURACY OF JUDGEMENT ON THE PART OF AN UMPIRE. Examples of protest that will not be considered are'.

a. whether a batted ball was fair or foul

b. whether a base runner was safe or out

c. whether a pitched ball was a strike or a ball

d. whether a pitch was legal or illegal

e. whether a base runner did or did not touch a base

f. whether a base runner left the base too soon on a caught fly ball

g. whether a fly ball was or was not caught legally

h. whether it was or was not an infield fly

i. whether there was or was not an interference

j. whether the field is fit to continue or resume play

k. whether there is sufficient light to continue play

1. any other matter involving only the accuracy of the empire judgment

Section 2: PROTESTS THAT SHALL BE RECEIVED AND CONSIDERED CONCERN MATTERS OF THE FOLLOWING TYPES:

a. misinterpretation of a playing rule

b. failure of an empire to apply the correct rule to a given situation

c. failure to impose the correct penalty for a given violation

Section 3: PROTESTS MAY INVOLVE BOTH A MATTER OF JUDGEMENT AND THE INTERPRETATION OF A RULE. An example of a situation of this type follows: With one out and the runners on 2nd and 3rd, the batter flies out. The runner on 3rd tags up after the catch and the runner an and does not. The runner on 3rd crosses the plate before the ball is played at 2nd base for the third out. The umpire does not allow the to score. The questions as to whether the runners left their bases before the catch and whether the play at 2nd base was before the 3rd crossed the plate, are solely matters of judgment and are not protestable. The failure of the umpire to allow the run to score is a misinterpretation of a playing rule and is proper subject for protest.

Section 4: THE NOTIFICATION OF INTFNT TO PROTEST MUST BE MADE IMMEDIATELY BEFORE THE NEXT PITCH. (EXCEPTION: player eligibility)

PLAY‑
R1 is obstructed between Ist and 2nd bases by F4 while being played on. Umpire rules OBSTRUCTION and returns RI to Ist base. Offensive team protests game (a) before Ist pitch to 82; (b) after Ist pitch to B2, (q) after game is over RULING(a) protest is valid. In (b) and (q), protest is denied since it not before the next pitch.

a.  The manager or acting manager of the protesting team shall immediately notify the plate umpire that the game is being conducted under protest. The plate umpire shall in turn notify the opposing manager and official scorekeeper.

b.  All interested parted shall take notice of the conditions surrounding the making of the decision which will aid in the correct determination of the issue.

NOTE:
On appeal plays, the appeal must be made before the next pitch, legal or illegal, or before the defensive team left the field. For the purpose of this rule, the defensive team has "left the field" when the pitcher and all infielders have left fair territory on the way to the bench or dugout area.

.Section 6: THE DECISION MADE ON A PROTESTED GAME MUST RESULT IN ONE OF THE FOLLOWING:

a. the protest is found invalid and the game score stands as played

b. when a protest is allowed for misinterpretation of a playing rule, the game is replayed from the point which the incorrect decision was made with the    

    decision corrected

c. when a protest for ineligibility is allowed, the team shall forfeit the game being played or the game last played to the offended team.
